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Message from Rev. Joseph D. Wallace, Pastor 

Dear Parishioner,  

 Our readings this weekend speak to us of a call and challenge that is at the heart of the Christian Gospel – 

hospitality. Welcoming and caring for our neighbors and those who come to us with a need of some kind. We have 

the role models of Abraham and Sarah along with Martha and Mary in our readings this weekend. Here at Notre 

Dame de la Mer Parish we have been striving to become a more welcoming and hospitable community of faith. 

We have invested in our Welcome Centers in each of our church buildings to reach out to our visitors and year-

round parishioners to help address their questions, needs and spiritual development. We are very much in need of 

more hospitality ministers to man the centers for about 10 minutes after Mass on the weekends. If you feel called 

to this ministry please call the parish office to receive more information on this important ministry of hospitality. 

We are also going to have available ministers of prayer at the Welcome Centers soon. Their ministry will to be to 

simply pray over or with those in need of prayer for healing or any other need of the petitioner.  

 I have been meeting regularly with those from our parish who attended the Diocesan Convocation of   

Missionary Disciples this past March as we work to integrate some of the many wonderful ideas and information 

that we received over the intensive experience in Atlantic City. One of the main themes that our Missionary     

Disciples have chosen to address first is the ministry of hospitality. We established a new ministry of greeter at our 

churches and have met with and expanded the number of ushers at both churches. These ministers of hospitality 

have so generously responded to the call of the Gospel to welcome all with kindness and compassion. They are 

also working on a number of other projects to adapt many of the good things we experienced and leaned at the 

Convocation for a greater participation of the laity in the various ministries of the Church.  

 I would like to thank once again all those who have generously responded to both our Catholic Strong and 

House of Charity campaigns. Our parish goal for the House of Charity campaign this year is $151,031. I have 

pledged $1,000 for the House of Charity this year and I challenge and appeal to you to please give sacrificially to 

the good work of the campaign to address the many needs of the poor in our Cape May County area. While I’m on 

the theme of giving and challenging I would like to make an appeal for increased giving at collection time at Mass. 

The money we take in during the summer months helps us to make ends meet in a large parish with the financial 

help needed to run two Catholic schools. We receive many dollar bills in the collection each week, more dollar 

bills than any other bill. My request and challenge is could you increase those dollar bill donations to a five or ten? 

This would help us more than you know!  

 Thank you all for your generosity of time and talent in so many ways here at Notre Dame de la Mer Par-

ish!  May the Lord bless you for your generosity and hospitality as the Lord blessed Abraham, Sarah, Martha and 

Mary!

Liturgy Corner...learn something new or maybe even become inspired ! 

 Question: If I am aware of a sin may I receive the Eucharist at mass 
or would I have to go to confession first? 
Answer:  The Catechism states “"after having attained the age of discretion, each of the faithful is 
bound by an obligation faithfully to confess serious sins at least once a year." Anyone who is 
aware of having committed a mortal sin must not receive Holy Communion, even if he experienc-
es deep contrition, without having first received sacramental absolution, unless he has a grave 
reason for receiving Communion and there is no possibility of going to confession. (#1457) 
 
As the quote from the Catechism notes, only mortal sins would exclude one from receiving Com-
munion.  If one is aware of mortal sin(s), one should refrain from going forward to receive if they 
have not first gone to sacramental confession. 
 
As the Catechism notes, there are rare expectations to this rule.  Canonists define “grave reason 
to receive communion” in different ways, but most all concur that the reason must be more seri-
ous than ordinary embarrassment at not going forward.  Most restrict it to danger of death.  Even 
in such cases the communicant is required to 
make an act of contrition that includes the intent to confess the sin late, if a priest can reasonably 
be found. 
 
There are some who struggle with habitual mortal sin, and in such cases they should work    
closely with a confessor so as to be able to stay faithful to communion.
