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Message from Mary Vey, Administrative Assistant  

Dear Parishioner, 
 
This week we celebrate All Saints and All Souls Day.  They are related but two separate celebrations.  
All Saints Day is a holy day of obligation dedicated to all those who have entered heaven including the 
saints of the Church.  On this day there is a renewed call for us to live as saints. 
 
November 2, All Souls Day, is not a holy day of obligation.  On All Souls Day we speak of all souls and 
ask God’s mercy for them. Prayers are offered for those who are waiting to get into heaven.  This feast 
presumes that some who die are not cleansed of their sin, therefore are barred from immediate access 
to heaven.  As Catholics we believe that purgatory is a temporary place and the length of time spent 
there is dependent on the seriousness of one’s sins. 
 
It is on this day that the Book of the Dead is opened to allow parishioners to write the names of relatives 
to be remembered.  To remember the departed many cultures prepare meals for the souls of the dead, 
light candles or leave flowers on relatives’ graves and some anoint tombstones with holy water. 
 
In Latin American countries & communities, All Souls Day celebrations are often tied to Dia de Muertos 
or “the Day of the Dead.”  Celebrations are elaborate and joyful with those participating in costume pa-
rades and visits to cemeteries.  Some families create altars inside their homes to remember their de-
parted relatives. 
The Book of the Dead will be displayed in both churches so that you may enter loved ones who have 
died this past year. The book will remain in the Church for the entire month of November. 
 
On Sunday, November 3 at the 10:30am mass at St Ann Church, the parish will have its All Souls Re-
membrance Mass.  You are invited to bring a picture of a deceased loved one and place it on the 
steps of the altar before Mass begins. 
 
Eternal rest, grant unto them, O Lord, and let perpetual light shine upon them.  May the souls of 

the faithful departed through the mercy of God rest in peace.

Question:  Who are the main patriarchs in the bible? 
Answer:  In the Old Testament narratives, there are three primary figures who are involved over and over 
again. These figures are known as the “patriarchs” of both Judaism and Christianity, and were among the 
first to obediently follow God’s will. 

The first patriarch is Abraham, whose faith in God is exalted throughout the Bible. God said to 
him, “No longer shall your name be Abram, but your name shall be Abraham; for I have made you the 
father of a multitude of nations” (Genesis 17:5). 

The second patriarch is Isaac, the son of Abraham. Isaac freely accepted his fate as a sacrifice 
to God and carried the wood that would have fueled the fire beneath him. Yet, God spared him be-
cause of Abraham’s faithful obedience and blessed him with children. 

The third patriarch is Jacob (Israel), the son of Isaac. He was blessed by his father over his twin 
Esau, and would go on to become the father of 12 tribes, eventually forming the nation of Israel. 

When God revealed himself to Moses, he invoked these patriarchs to help identify who he was.  And he 
said, “I am the God of your father, the God of Abraham, the God of Isaac, and the God of Jacob.” And 
Moses hid his face, for he was afraid to look at God. (Exodus 3:6) Jesus repeatedly invoked the patri-
archs, as did early Christians. Both tried to assure the Jewish people that Jesus was the same God as the 
God of the patriarchs. 

The God of Abraham and of Isaac and of Jacob, the God of our fathers, glorified his servant Jesus, whom 
you delivered up and denied in the presence of Pilate, when he had decided to release him. (Acts 3:13) 
The stories of the patriarchs are important to know, and recall the rich patrimony of the Christian faith that 
extends thousands of years into the past.
