Message from Fr. Steve Pinzon, Parochial Vicar

Dear Parishioner,

EUCHARIST AND THANKSGIVING
And when He had taken some bread and given thanks, He broke it and gave it to them, saying, 'This is My body
which is given for you, do this in remembrance of Me' (Lk 22:19).

The Catechism says of the Eucharist that this sacrament is an action of thanksgiving to God. The Greek words
eucharistein and eulogein recall the Jewish blessings that proclaim - especially during a meal - God's works:
creation, redemption, and sanctification (CCC, 1328). The Catechism also tells us that the Mass in which the

Eucharist is celebrated is "a sacrifice of praise" (CCC, 1330).

The very word "eucharist" correlates literally to the words of Christ, seen in the above Gospel passage, as he offers
in thanksgiving His Body and Blood (Lk 22:17-19). These eucharistic words are prefigured in the "miracle of
loaves" as he there too breaks bread and gives thanks (Lk 9:16).

This Thursday and into the weekend, we gather and celebrate our national Thanksgiving feast and holiday. It is a
time to be grateful to God and to one another, to be generous and socially conscious, and to express our gratitude
in meal, fellowship, prayer, and good will. As the Mass expresses through the words of the priest and the faithful:
"Let us give thanks to the Lord our God", for "it is right and just".

The following are some quotes of saints on giving thanks to God in our prayers:

*St. Ignatius of Loyola: Thank God for the graces he has bestowed on you during the day.

*St. Teresa of Avila: In all things give Him thanks.

*St. Augustine: O my God, let me remember with gratitude and confess to thee thy mercies toward me.

*St. Bernard of Clairvaux: Speak to God in thanksgiving, and you will get graces more and more
abundantly.

May God bless us at this special time of year as we celebrate today Christ the King Sunday, the Thanksgiving
holiday and festivities this week, and finally enter soon the Advent and Christmas seasons. Bountiful blessing on
all of you, our Nation and people, on the poor who do without, for the souls in Purgatory which we remember
during this month of November, and may we always give rightful thanks to God as St. Therese explains
so well, "All is gift".

Liturgy Corner...learn something new or maybe even become inspired !

Question: Why do we end the liturgical year with Christ the King

Answer: On the last Sunday of the liturgical year, we celebrate the Solemnity of Our Lord Jesus Christ,
King of the Universe. Following this solemnity, we observe one more week of Ordinary Time, and then
begin a new liturgical year with the First Sunday of Advent. The Solemnity of Our Lord Jesus Christ, King
of the Universe, which is also sometimes referred to as the Feast of Christ the King, was established by
Pope Pius Xl in 1925. Though it was originally celebrated in October, this feast was moved to the last
Sunday of the liturgical year in 1969.

It is more than a coincidence that we close out the year with this particular feast. On this day especially,
we celebrate the supreme kingship of Jesus over the entire universe. His is a kingship not like the secular
monarchies of the past and present, but one that is pastoral, absolute, and desirous of bring us to himself.
We await the coming of Christ in his eternal Kingdom, but we recognize that he is already King.

When we remember and reflect on Jesus Christ as King, we are better prepared to enter Advent. Though
Advent is the beginning of a new liturgical year, the Church recognizes the cyclical nature of the calendar
and ties its beginning with its end. During Advent, we wait in anticipation of the birth of Jesus, the Messi-
ah. Today, after the world has witnessed the birth, death, and resurrection of Jesus, we await his coming
again, and we know that it is Christ the King who will come. Ending the liturgical year with the Feast of
Christ the King helps us to look both backward and forward: backward, so that we might better celebrate
the joyful incarnation and birth of Jesus; and forward, so that we might be vigilant servants waiting for the
day Jesus comes again.
