Message from Jonathan Delgado, Director of Music and Liturgy

Dear Parishioner,
Today is the second Sunday of Advent. What’s the line that sticks with you? Is it “Prepare ye the way of the

Lord!” or “Every Valley shall be exalted”? That might be the test of whether you are more a fan of “Godspell” or
Handel’s Messiah.” Those two show us how popular culture picks up on Scripture and brings it into mainstream
consciousness. (FYI - Handel started out as part of 18" — century popular culture.)

Getting out of the realm of music, those two lines could summarize the message of this second Sunday of Advent.
The Gospel today tells us that everybody was flocking to John at the Jordan to confess their sins and go through
John’s cold water. There was nothing private about the crowd’s confession of sin, it was a communal and
enthusiastic public demonstration in which groups of people got excited about the idea that life could be much bet-
ter than it was. On Tuesday, December 17" 6:00 PM we too have a chance to attend a communal Penance Service
at Saint Ann Church. Although our confessions will be heard in private, we have the opportunity to confess our
sins while joined together as a community of Catholic Christian believers.

Today, December 8" is the Feast of the Immaculate Conception which is our Patronal Feast-day of the United
States of America. Since the feast falls on as Sunday the Second Sunday of Advent takes precedence. Tomorrow,
the Feast of the Immaculate Conception will be celebrated at our regular 8:30am daily Mass in Msgr. Kelly Hall,
however the obligation to attend Mass has been lifted.

This Thursday, December 12" is the Feast of our Lady of Guadalupe, our Hispanic community is working
nonstop to prepare for this celebration. Please read the bulletin for details for this special feast day celebration as
all are invited and encouraged to attend and participate.

Finally, next Sunday December 15", Gaudete (rejoice) Sunday the Notre Dame de la Mer Music Ministry will be
presenting our 2™ annual “Prelude to Christmas” Concert and Holy Nativity. I hope you will all join us at Saint
Ann Church, 6:00pm as out three parish choirs, orchestra and our Holy Nativity Pageant Cast will bring you a
glimpse of the joy we will soon experience as we celebrate the Christ Child’s Holy Birth.

Liturgy Corner...learn something new or maybe even become inspired !

Question: What are 4 Things Mary Taught Us During the First Advent
(each week of Advent will contain a new teaching)
Answer: Advent is a time when we prepare our hearts to welcome Jesus. Although we observe this holy
season every year, the question remains baffling: How can we adequately prepare for our Messiah, for
the Word made Flesh who came into the world to save us? It's a tall order, and we know that even the
best preparation is only a pittance compared to what Jesus has done and continues to do for us.

The good news is that God can do amazing things with our pittance. When we approach Advent with
faith, hope, and repentance, we can work toward making straight the path of the Lord (John 1:23). Plus,
God has given us a wonderful model of the Blessed Virgin Mary to prepare for Jesus. During that first Ad-
vent before the birth of Jesus, Mary prepared with unmatched faith, grace, and love. Here are four things
we can learn from her actions during the first Advent.

Teaching 2: Look for the little ways you can help others.

During the Annunciation, Mary learned of another miraculous pregnancy: that of her cousin, Elizabeth.
Elizabeth was much older and was believed to be barren before she carried John the Baptist in her
womb. When Mary heard about her cousin, she immediately left to help her. Journeying far away to help
a relative would be a challenge for anyone, but it was especially challenging for a young, pregnant woman
who had just received an extraordinary vocation from God. Yet Mary did not think of herself—her first
thought was to help someone in need.
