Dear Fellow Parishioners, 
 
Today the Church celebrates the Feast of the Baptism of the Lord. This brings to an end the Christmas season. In 
celebrating the Baptism of the Lord, we are renewed in our own baptism. We make the transition from a time of 
waiting in Advent and the arrival of the Lord at Christmas to a time of living out our life in Christ. Today we are 
renewed in our baptismal promises to live and work with the Lord in the world and to celebrate the wonderful gift 
God has given us.   
 
Many of the incidents which accompanied Christ's baptism are symbolical of what happened at our baptism.  At 
Christ's baptism the Holy Spirit descended upon Him; at our baptism, the Trinity took its place in our soul. At His 
baptism Christ was proclaimed the "Beloved Son" of the Father; at our baptism we become the adopted sons of God. 
At Christ's baptism the heavens were opened; at our baptism heaven was opened to us. We were initiated into 
Christ, into His life and mission. By becoming members of the Body of Christ we become members of His Church. 
 
For many people it is considered an honor and a privilege to be asked to be someone’s godparent.  A person is being 
asked to not only participate in a ceremony that connects and strengthens a person’s bond with the Holy Spirit, but 
to also help guide him/her down the correct path of life that will lead them into God’s ever-loving embrace. 
 
Not just anyone can be asked to be a godparent. There are some criteria that the church requires to be met.  
 

The godparent must be a fully initiated member of the Catholic Church who has received the sacraments of 
Baptism, Holy Communion, and Confirmation. 
The godparent cannot be the mother or the father of the one to be baptized. 
The godparent must be at least 16 years of age. 
The godparent must be a practicing Catholic, who is registered in a parish, attends Mass and    receives the sac-
raments on a regular basis. 
If married, the godparent must follow the laws of the church concerning marriage. 

 
Godparents must submit a letter of eligibility from his or her parish indicating that he or she meets these require-
ments. Godparents serve a special role in the life of the baptized person. Therefore, each parent should choose a 
godparent not just because of a blood relationship or friendship; rather, a godparent should be a trustworthy witness 
of the faith who will help guide the godchild through their spiritual life.

What is Meant by Liturgical Year or Liturgical Calendar 

The liturgical year is made up of six seasons: 
Advent - four weeks of preparation before the celebration of Jesus' birth 
Christmas - recalling the Nativity of Jesus Christ and his manifestation to the peoples of the world 
Lent - a six-week period of penance before Easter 
Sacred Paschal Triduum - the holiest "Three Days" of the Church's year, where the Christian people recall 
the suffering, death, and resurrection of Jesus 
Easter - 50 days of joyful celebration of the Lord's resurrection from the dead and his sending forth of the 
Holy Spirit 
Ordinary Time - divided into two sections (one span of 4-8 weeks after Christmas Time and another lasting 
about six months after Easter Time), wherein the faithful consider the fullness of Jesus' teachings and works 
among his people 

 
The mystery of Christ, unfolded through the cycle of the year, calls us to live his mystery in our own lives. This 
call is best illustrated in the lives of Mary and the saints, celebrated by the Church throughout the year. There is 
no tension between the mystery of Christ and the celebration of the saints, but rather a marvelous harmony. The 
Blessed Virgin Mary is joined by an inseparable bond to the saving work of her Son, and the feasts of all the 
saints proclaim the wonderful works of Christ in his servants and offer the faithful fitting examples for their imi-
tation. In the feasts of Mary and of the saints, the Paschal Mystery of Christ is proclaimed and renewed. 
 
Seasons, saints, and celebrations during the liturgical year are laid out in a yearly liturgical calendar.
