Today we celebrate the Baptism of our Lord Jesus Christ. In the Gospel we hear about John the Baptist baptizing
with water. He tells of the one mightier than him who will baptize with the Holy Spirit and with fire. Whom he
speaks of, as we all know, is Jesus Christ our Lord and Savior.
