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Message From Father Yvans Jazon, Parochial Vicar 

Dear Friends, 
 
Today is the last Sunday of the Christmas Season. This is also the Sunday where we celebrate the feast of the   

Baptism of the Lord. This is a monumental event in the life of our Church and in Jesus’ ministry. It is a historical 

event of the public ministry of the Lord.  This is Jesus' first public appearance.  This is the only time in the New 

Testament that we see Jesus and John together. This meeting has great significance. John has been identified   

himself as John the Baptist or John the Baptizer.  Matthew 3:13 teaches us that Jesus arrives (Epiphany) from  

Galilee for the purpose of being baptized by John.  During this great event, we have the experience of three divine 

persons, God the Father, God the Son, and God the Holy Spirit. The baptism from John was a very important 

event in the life of Jesus.  First, it was a moment of decision.  It marked the end of Jesus' private life, which      

prepared him for his public ministry.  Second, it was a moment of identification with his people in their God-ward 

movement initiated by John the Baptist. Third, it was a moment of approval.  Jesus might have been waiting for a 

signal of approval from his heavenly Father and during his baptism Jesus got this approval as the Father's "beloved 

Son".  Therefore, the event of Jesus being baptized is a sign of humility that helps us to be focused on the effect of 

the baptism rather than the action.  Remember that through our baptism, we too have received the wonderful gifts 

of the Holy Spirit and God's approval.   May you experience your own Epiphany by the Holy Spirit and may he 

fill you with the love of God as Jesus experienced at His Baptism. Go forth now filled with the graces of the Lord, 

to serve Him, to share His love, to honor and glorify him. 

I want to wish you all a blessed New Year.  I pray the Lord will bless you and be with you every step of your way. 

This coming Saturday January 19, eighteen members of Hand-to-Hand Mission to Haiti will be traveling on our 

Annual Mission Trip to Haiti. This year’s project is to distribute 4500 solar lights and 3000 bags filled with very 

needed and important school supplies for the children. We shall visit schools in many different areas of South East 

Haiti. I want to thank everyone who collaborates with us, prays for us, donates school supplies, and participates in 

our mission in many ways, so that our team can realize this beautiful mission to help the Haitian Children.  The 

solar lights are so important because many of these children have no electricity, or if fortunate to be connected to 

electricity which is sporadically off for many hours a day at their home. The early winter nights seem to be most 

difficult for them because they sunlight is so short. Each member of the team is so grateful for all the prayers and 

the support that you have given to make the mission a blessing in the lives of so many Children. This year, we 

have with us our Seminarian, Paul, who will be serving as a mission team member. As we travel, we will count on 

your prayers for a blessed time with all the children and the adults we will serve in Haiti and we will carry you 

with us as our supporters and contemplative missionaries. On behalf of the mission team, I thank you all for your 

support. Like mother Theresa stated: "We ourselves feel that what we are doing is just a drop in the ocean. But the 

ocean would not be the same without that drop." Be blessed, feel blessed and stay blessed.
