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From the Desk of Donnamarie Sexton, Parish Catechetical Leader

Dear Friends,
In this week's gospel, we hear how Jesus began to choose his apostles. These men would become

his closest friends over the next three years. The group that Jesus chose was a motley group indeed with a
variety of personalities! Just to name a few... Peter, the outspoken one; James and John, short on patience
and nicknamed the “sons of thunder,”. There was Matthew, the former tax collector, considered a traitor to
the Jews since tax collectors worked for the Romans. There was Simon the Zealot who was a rebel at
heart. And, we cannot forget Judas, who would eventually betray him. Even though Jesus was God in the
flesh, he was like us in all things except sin. It must have hurt Jesus terribly when Peter denied him, his
apostles abandoned him and Judas betrayed him. Just like he hurts when we do these things.

All through the Gospels, these 12 were not stellar followers. They were slow to grasp Jesus’ mes-
sage; they were impatient with Jesus; they had their own agendas; they argued among themselves. We can
only imagine how frustrating it must have been for Jesus to put up with some of their antics. Yet these
were the ones he picked. And, in the end, these men would become heroes. In time, they would realize
they could do nothing but open themselves up to the resurrection and the power of the Spirit at Pentecost.

Learning about the apostles brings me great joy because I realize they started no better than you or
me. If you would like to learn more about the apostles and the life of Jesus watch “The Chosen”. It is a
historical drama based on the life of Jesus and those who knew him. They were ordinary men who became
extraordinary disciples of Jesus. Which means if we put our minds to it, we could do the same. Becoming
an extraordinary disciple of Jesus is not a difficult task. God puts choices and opportunities in front of us
daily. We just need to take the next right step.

Our parish is offering two such opportunities for Lent. There is no better time to enhance your faith
than the Season of Lent. For the second year in a row, we will have a 40-hour Devotion to the Eucharist
beginning Sunday, February 11.
