From the Desk of Mary Vey - Administrative Assistant

Dear Parishioners,

It feels like yesterday I was putting away my Christmas decorations. Next week we celebrate Valentine’s Day. Ash
Wednesday is in 17 days. Are you ready for Lent? Have you decided what you will “give up”? Do you recall the
requirements for fasting and abstinence during Lent?

During Lent we are called to follow these three pillars: PRAYER, FASTING and ALMSGIVING.

PRAYER: We can deepen our relationship with God through prayer. There are many opportunities to improve and
enhance our prayer life. Try to attend daily Mass at least once a week. Pray the rosary. A communal rosary is
recited every morning before daily Mass. Attend Adoration. Adoration is immediately following daily Mass.
Spend a little time with the Most Blessed Sacrament. In preparation for the Lenten season, the parish is having 40
Hours of Adoration Devotion beginning Sunday, February 19 and concluding on Tuesday, February 21. See page 7
for details. Stations of the Cross: Spend approximately 30 minutes on Friday nights during Lent at Assumption
Church following the footsteps of Jesus. Make it a family event. Take one of our traveling statues of Mary home
for a week. Pray as a family. We are blessed to have Our Lady of Fatima and Our Lady of Lourdes. Call the office
to reserve your week.

FASTING: Besides the obligatory fasting and abstinence, sacrifice something that is hard for you. Just like New
Year’s resolutions. .. be realistic. The sacrifice can be once or twice a week instead of the entire Lenten season.
Don’t set yourself up for failure.

ALMSGIVING: Lent is the time to help those in need around us. It can be either through service or monetary.
Many of us remember receiving the cardboard “Rice Bowl” in school or CCD class during Lent. Make a Rice Bowl
for your family. Teach your children through example that there are many people in our community that have far
less than we do and need our assistance.

I leave you with some easy prayers to memorize for Lent.
“God, may Your light guide my day, and Your spirit bring me peace. Amen”

“God, may my sacrifice of today (state your Lenten sacrifice) remind me of my dependence on You for all the
blessings I enjoy. Amen”
