Message from Sr. Anne Lafferty, Spanish Apostolate Associate

May the peace of the Lord fill your hearts and your homes with God’s loving presence!
In these times it’s important to maintain our HOPE in the Lord, and not let our hearts grow heavy.

As you know LENT is just a week away, it’s a time of renewal and taking a look at our lives to see where we are in
our relationships with our family, friends and neighbors.

If you haven't read Matthew 25:31-46 it would be good to do it right now. The title for this text is THE FINAL
JUDGMENT, in it you will notice how God will “judge; “not with how many prayers we have said or Masses we
have attended, but by how we have related to those around us. Using this Scripture text, the Church has formed the
Spiritual and Corporal works of Mercy to remind us that this is our way of Salvation. Jesus perfected these works
during his life among us, He invites us to do the same during this LENT:

The seven corporal acts of mercy: to feed the hungry, to give drink to the thirsty, to clothe the naked, to give shel-
ter to travelers, to visit the sick, to visit the imprisoned, and to bury the dead.

Spiritual works of mercy: To instruct the ignorant. To counsel the doubtful. To admonish the sinners. To bear pa-
tiently those who wrong us. To forgive offenses. To comfort the afflicted. To pray for the living and the dead.

Using this as a plan for your Lenten prayer and mission you will truly rise on Easter Sunday. Works or,

Liturgy Corner...learn something new or maybe even become inspired !

PREPARE: 10 ITEMS FOR LENT (1-5; 6-10 NEXT WEEK)

1. Remember the formula. The Church does a good job capturing certain truths with easy-to-remember
lists and formulas: 10 Commandments, 7 sacraments, 3 persons in the Trinity. For Lent, the Church

gives us almost a slogan—Prayer, Fasting and Almsgiving—as the three things we need to work on
during the season.

2. It’s a time of prayer. Lent is essentially an act of prayer spread out over 40 days. As we pray, we go on
a journey, one that hopefully brings us closer to Christ and leaves us changed by the encounter with
him.

3. It’s a time to fast. With the fasts of Ash Wednesday and Good Friday, meatless Fridays, and our per-
sonal disciplines interspersed, Lent is the only time many Catholics these days actually fast. And may-
be that’s why it gets all the attention. “What are you giving up for Lent? Hotdogs? Beer? Jelly beans?”
It's almost a game for some of us, but fasting is actually a form of penance, which helps us turn away
from sin and toward Christ.

4. It’s a time to work on discipline. The 40 days of Lent are also a good, set time to work on personal dis-
cipline in general. Instead of giving something up, it can be doing something positive. “I'm going to exer-
cise more. I’'m going to pray more. I’'m going to be nicer to my family, friends and coworkers.”

5. It’s about dying to yourself. The more serious side of Lenten discipline is that it's about more than self-
control — it's about finding aspects of yourself that are less than Christ-like and letting them die. The suffering and
death of Christ are foremost on our minds during Lent, and we join
