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From the Desk of  Chuck Mirarchi, Prayer Group Leader 

Front row seats to witness the creator of the Universe – Live and Personal...Catholics call it “Adoration” 
Hello brothers and sisters in Christ Jesus,  

Come join us for a 40-hour phenomenon 
Entry is free  
Event – sit before the creator of the universe, His only Son, and His Paraclete 
What to bring. Yourself 
 

Ad-do-ra-tion – is respect, reverence, strong admiration, or love in a certain person, place, or thing. The term comes 
from the Latin adōrātiō, meaning "to give homage or worship to someone or something". 
 
For Catholics it means so much more.  It’s not someone or something. It is God! The creator of all your eyes see, 
both visible and invisible.  He is not a being, not a superbeing but above all beings.  As Thomas Aquinas refers to as 
the “unmoved Mover. The uncaused Causer”. The first “cause”. (Footnote 1 Father Garrigou-Lagrange, a great 
scholar of St. Thomas Aquinas, explains that:) 
 
It is the praising and glorifying God the Father, the Son Jesus and the Holy Spirit.   
Unlike any other religion, any other denomination, Catholics have The Real Presence of God to sit with in silence 
and adore Him.   
 
If you were Jewish on and before the 1st century you had to be the appointed priest for the year, who was the only 
one allowed in the Temple, which was home to the Arc of the Covenant, where Moses placed in it a vessel with 
Manna!   For Moses said, “This is the bread the Lord has given you to eat”, along with Aaron’s staff and the two 
stone tablets, that had the Ten Commandments written on them.  This was how the Jewish people for all generations 
got to know God and how they have been nourished. (Numbers 17). 
 
Then comes Jesus.  Jesus’ by God’s plan, on the night of the Last Supper, gave us his Body and Blood, Soul and Di-
vinity in the Eucharist, to be with us daily.  This is to fill our human senses and be with us all the time.  We have him 
daily. Our Daily bread. We have him exposed in Adoration.  We don’t have to be the appointed Jewish priest of the 
year. We don’t have only one sacred temple only the High Priest can participate in.  We have The Church estab-
lished by Jesus, The Great High Priest.  
 
In a previous letter I shared with you a beautiful Greek word Luke and Matthew used in their Gospels, in the Lord’s 
prayer, referring to the Eucharist. They used a high-powered word, in Greek called Epiousios, which means “super 
substantial”.   
 
This month, as we celebrate and rejoice Lent, know that we have for our human consumption the spiritual nourish-
ment, power and the glory of this “super substantial” bread.   
 
I will emphasize the Eucharist was always part God’s plan. Not only found in John’s Gospel do we read a descrip-
tion of the Eucharist, but Paul reinforces it repeatedly. My favorite is explained in 1 Corinthians 11:23-30... I’ll tease 
you with this part of 1 Corinthians 11:27 ‘” For whoever eats and drinks unworthily, eats and drinks a sentence 
against himself, not discerning it to be the body of the Lord”.  
 
We have a great opportunity beginning this Lent, to spend 40-hours of devotion with the Almighty.  40 continuous 
hours starting February 11 at 9:30 am until February 13 1pm in Monsignor Kelly Hall. 
 
In the silence of these hours, you may hear God’s voice.  During this period at designated times, you'll experience 
the Chaplet of Divine Mercy, Liturgy of the Hours, the Rosary and the Divine Priases.   
 
It excites me so much; I just want to share it with you.

Readings of  the Week 

Reading I:  Leviticus 13:1-2, 44-46 
Those who are sick shall live outside the camp. 

• The Book of Leviticus is a collection laws; many hav-
ing to do with the proper worship of God. 

• In today's reading we hear of illness and exclusion from 
communal life. 

• Because people did not know about the process of con-
tagion at the time, the community banished persons 
with any skin disease as long as the disease lasted. 

 

Reading II: 1 Corinthians 10:31-11:1 
Imitate me as I do Christ. 

• The passage from 1 Corinthians refers to a concern the 
early Christians had about eating meat that had been 
sacrificed to idols. 

• Paul makes the point that our behavior toward others is 
more important than what we eat or drink. 

• Paul's advice is to avoid offending one another at all 
costs. 

  
Gospel:  Mark 1:40-45 
If you will do so, you can cure me. 

• The Gospel story shows that Jesus not only has the 
power to cure disease, he also has the power to heal the 
separation from the community and the separation from 
God, which leprosy signified. 

• Jesus' approach to the leper would have scandalized the 
people of his time. 

• By touching the leper, Jesus demonstrated the arrival of 
the kingdom of God.

• Ask your child to tell you about people he or she knows 
who may feel left out.
