From the desk of Kevin Quinn, Parish Administrator

Dear Friends,

I have mentioned in the past that a few years ago I had the opportunity to read Everyone Leads by Chris Lowney. It
is an inspiring and interesting work on revitalizing the Catholic Church. And though it may not be everyone’s cup of
tea, one of the main points made in this book is the need to empower each other for leadership in the Church. You
may not see yourself as a leader, especially within the church, but I invite you to reflect on who Jesus chose to lead
his ministry. He chose simple men. He welcomed women. He recruited sinners and corrupt tax collectors. He even
encouraged people who others avoided. None of Jesus’ followers were really ready, but all were willing to say

YES — yes, I will help you build your Church.

Today, more than ever before, Jesus needs you to say YES. Our universal Church faces many crises that impact us
locally, too. While we each need to follow our own hearts, this is not the time to slip away from your parish or your
relationship with God. The Parish of Notre Dame de la Mer openly welcomes the courageous collaboration of lay
women and men. Over the past few years we have added many new members to parish leadership committees and
liturgical ministry positions. We have established lay-ran bible studies and prayer groups, as well as other
evangelizing opportunities. As the baptized, you are the Church, the People of God. By your baptism, you are called
to lead and to bring your gifts to the Church and to each other. Ponder the Catechism’s powerful assertion about the
baptized: “By Baptism, they share in the priesthood of Christ, in his prophetic and royal mission”. Together, we are
called to lead the Catholic Church into the future so that our children and the next generations will come to know
Christ in their lives.

If you don’t know where to start, | have an excellent recommendation. Investigate the items I mentioned above and
the ministries that we offer within the parish and our schools. Whether it be a liturgical ministry or a socializing/
spiritual ministry. These opportunities are always a good jumping off point for involvement within your parish
community. Perhaps, you even have a ministry that you would like to start within the parish. If so, give the parish
office a call and we can schedule a meeting to discuss.

The
important thing is to make a commitment to give just a bit of your time or to take one small step in trying something
new.

I would like to take the opportunity to let you know that after much planning and discussion we are beginning a
project to replace the flooring in the vestibules, sacristy, and choir room at St. Ann Church. The second phase of this
project will be to redo the flooring in the main body of the church as well as the sanctuary. More info on that phase
will follow. We are also currently working on a project to upgrade the lighting at Assumption Church.

Valentine, Martyr, d.c 269

The Romans did not want Christians in their city, so Christians
served God in secret. Valentine loved God and God’s people
with his whole heart. He served other Christians by bringing
food to those who were hiding from the Roman soldiers. He
also cared for those who were sick and brought messages to
those in hiding.

The custom for young men and women to choose each other as
Valentines on this day is based on the popular medieval belief,
recorded in literature as early as Chaucer that birds began to
pair on this day. Early references to the custom were contained
in a letter written in 1477 by Elizabeth Drews to a prospective
bridegroom concerning her marriageable daughter, Margery,
and Margery’s letter which refers to him as "...my right well
beloved Valentine." That is why his name is used for the notes
of love given on his feast day.

Feast Day: February 14, Valentine’s Day.

Prayer/Message:

Since we know that “God is love,” it seems appropriate that we
should associate one of God’s saints with love. We should re-
member, however, that God does not want us just to love those
who are near to us. Jesus told us that we must love our enemies
as well.
