From the Desk of Donnamarie Sexton - Catechetical Leader

Dear Friends,

Recently, I have had the wonderful experience of binge watching the show The Chosen on the Angel app.
If you haven’t already done so I highly encourage you to watch it. You could make it a family Lenten
event. It is a religious show about Jesus and the Apostles. I also have the privilege of facilitating a Bible
study on the Gospel of Matthew, which by the way you can still join. Both of which have me reflecting on
the word Faith and what it means to be Faithful.

The definition of Faith that I found in the dictionary is: A complete trust or confidence in someone or
something. Or a strong belief in God or in the doctrines of a religion, based on spiritual apprehension ra-
ther than proof. The definition of Faithful is remaining loyal and steadfast.

Looking back at the lives of the Apostles, while watching The Chosen and diving deep into the Gospel of
Matthew, I cannot help but be in awe at their undying Faith. Think about it. The Jewish people were ex-
pecting their Messiah to be a mighty warrior and Jesus is the direct opposite. We are quick to judge the
Pharisees and other leaders who crucified Jesus but what would we do if we were there. It is easy for us to
look back in hind sight and trust that Jesus is the Messiah but would we be so quick to stand up as a fol-
lower of Jesus if our life depended on it?

We now have the ability to do bible studies written by scholars and theologians who studied the bible for
years to point out why we should have faith that Jesus was the Messiah and God is all powerful and all
knowing. But if Jesus stood before us today, would we believe him? Would we drop everything to follow
him?

I would like to think, yes! Yes, my Faith would be strong enough to put my trust in God and have confi-
dence that he is fulfilling his promises through Jesus. But in all reality, I just don’t really know how I
would react. This Lent I challenge you to put yourself in the shoes of the Jewish Pharisees. They were just
trying to keep their Jewish laws sacred. Laws that were pasted down for generations. They wanted to keep
the Jewish people safe from false prophets. They too had Faith. They had Faith that God would send a
mighty warrior to save them. They were blinded by thoughts of what they have been taught and what they
thought the Messiah should look like and how he should act.

Doesn’t this happen to all of us from time to time. Sometimes we get so caught up in rules and regulations
that we forget the bottom line. The bottom line that Jesus came down here and died on the cross for every-
one not just the righteous. He is here for the lowly too. And who are we to judge who is the righteous and

who is the lowly. We must have Faith and trust in God to be the judge.
