Reading I : Genesis 9:8-15 
I am setting my covenant with you forever! 
 

The first reading is the conclusion of the Noah story. The 
event takes place after the flood waters had receded. 
God makes a covenant with Noah and, through Noah, 
with all creation. 
For the author's audience, whose world had seemed de-
stroyed through exile, the story of God's covenant with 
Noah established new hope. 

 

Reading II:  1 Peter 3:18-22 
You are saved by your baptisms! 
 

The First Letter of Peter uses the imagery of the flood 
and the covenant with Noah as a symbol of Baptism. 
This letter was written to encourage Christians in the 
face of persecution. 
Today's passage presents Christ's death and resurrection 
as the true reason for deliverance from sin and death. 

 

Gospel:  Mark 1:12-15 
Jesus was sent by the Spirit into the desert. 

The story of the temptation of Jesus is told on the First 
Sunday of Lent every year. 
Mark's brief account brings to mind figures and events 
from the Hebrew Scriptures. 
After Jesus' baptism, the Spirit who had descended upon 
him drove him into the desert to be tempted by Satan.  
Today's Gospel relates to Baptism and its meaning.

RECOVERY MEDITATION on the Stations of the Cross 
(based on the work by Msgr. Thomas J. Harrington, Fall River, MA., and the Calix Society) 

  
On Friday, March 19 at 6 p.m. we will pray the Stations of the Cross for the intentions of all who are dealing with addictions 
of any kind; for addicts and for those who love them. Come join us for this powerful Way of the Cross and join with families 
and friends who know the desolation addiction can bring. Let’s come together as a community of faith and pray for all those 
touched by this disease. 
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Liturgy Corner...learn something new or maybe even become inspired ! 

STATIONS OF THE CROSS 

The Stations of the Cross began as the practice of pious pilgrims to Jerusalem who would retrace the final jour-
ney of Jesus Christ to Calvary. Tradition asserts that the Blessed Virgin used to visit daily the scenes of Christ's 
Passion and St. Jerome speaks of the crowds of pilgrims from all countries who used to visit the holy places in 
his day. Later, for the many who wanted to pass along the same route, but could not make the trip to Jerusalem, a 
practice developed that eventually took the form of the fourteen stations currently found in almost every church.  
 
The object of the Stations is to help the faithful to make in spirit, as it were, a pilgrimage of Christ's sufferings 
and death, and this has become one of the most popular of Catholic devotions. The Stations of the Cross are a 14-
step devotion that commemorates Jesus Christ's last day on Earth as a man. The 14 stations, focus on specific 
events of His last day, beginning with His condemnation.  It is carried out by passing from Station to Station, 
with certain prayers at each and devout meditation on the various incidents in turn.  
 
The presiding minister may be a priest, deacon, or layperson. This minister prays the opening and closing pray-
ers, leads the acclamation, announces the stations, and says the prayer that concludes each station. One or more 
readers may read the Scriptural reflections. A period of silence should be observed between the Scripture reading 
and the prayer. A cross bearer accompanied by two candle bearers may stand in front of each station as it is an-
nounced. Each station includes a chanted versicle & response at the beginning and the end and one stanza of a  
hymn specifically used for the Stations of the Cross.
