Dear Parishioner,  

 

 As we celebrate the Second Sunday of Lent (Transfiguration Sunday), it is a good time to ask our-

selves how our Lent is going for us so far. Have we been able to keep our Lenten promises? Are we on the 

right path so far through this Lenten journey to lead us to a joyful Easter? If not, it is okay as the Season of 

Lent announces the beginning of the Church’s springtime, and while Lent is a penitential season calling us 

to turn our lives around and bring our hearts back to God, it’s not to become a time for guilt or beating our 

heads against the ground in shame for past sins and present failings. Today is a new day in our Lenten 

journey, with God we can always begin anew with a fresh start! 

 

 Many Catholics were taught as children to “give up something” for lent. The sacrifices during this 

Lenten season are really penance. Throughout our history, Christians have found prayer, fasting and alms-

giving to be an important part of repentance and renewal. Many Catholics now tend to add something dur-

ing Lent rather than giving something up, either to address personal habits that need work or to add some 

outreach to others in need.  

 

 If you’re Lenten promise has not worked out for you yet or you are still struggling to find the per-

fect way to make this journey towards the great feast of Easter more meaningful, consider adding in daily 

Mass, Stations of the Cross or adoration of the Blessed Sacrament into your weekly routine. We can only 

win both spiritually and physically when we choose to keep Christ, his church and our community close to 

our hearts and a part of our daily lives!    

 

 When we enter into deep communion with Jesus through prayer, alms-giving, fasting and receiving 

daily Eucharist we enter into a daily transformation of both our minds and hearts. As disciples of Jesus we 

should be able to see Jesus in our brothers and sisters with whom we come in contact each day. 

 

As we continue on our Lenten journey I pray all of us continue to grow closer to Christ and his communi-

ty!

Reading I:  Genesis 22:1-2, 9, 10-13, 15-18 
Because you trusted me, I will bless you greatly. 

• In the story of the sacrifice of Isaac, the sin of disobedi-
ence that brought alienation and death is healed by obe-
dience. 

• The Canaanites believed the first born belonged to God. 

• Abraham's test of faith emphasizes the fact that God 
demands obedience, not sacrifice  

 
Reading II:  Romans 8:31-34 
Who can be against us? 

• The reading from Romans presents a parallel to God's 
demand on Abraham. 

• God does not demand the sacrifice of Abraham's son as 
a price of the covenant relationship. 

• God does sacrifice the life of his own Son to preserve 
the covenant relationship with humankind. 

 

Gospel:  Mark 9:2-10 
He was transfigured before their eyes! 

• The story of Jesus' transfiguration is full of symbolism. 

• The images of cloud and mountain suggest God's ap-
pearance at the covenant-making on Mount Sinai. 

• Moses, the major figure in Exodus and Sinai covenant, 
represents the law, and Elijah, great ninth-century 
prophet of Israel, represents the prophets.
