Message from Donnamarie Black, Parish Catechetical Leader

Dear Friends,

Happy Lent! Lent is my favorite time in the Church calendar. It is a time to strengthen your faith and
obtain a closer relationship with God. I feel God’s presence in my life so strong during Lent. This is
probable because I am on my best behavior and practicing being the best version of myself.

Throughout Lent I like to reflex on my relationship with God. God the Father, God the Son and God the
Holy Spirit. Three persons in one God and I have different relationships with each of them. God the
Father, I look to when I need loving parental advice or guidance to make the right choices. Jesus I look to
as an older brother, one who has gone before me and survived. I strive to be like him, with his obedience
and pure trust in the Father. The Holy Spirit is my inner voice, she whispers in my ear reminding me
what my Father has said and my brother has shown me, when I needed guidance. I cherish each of these
relationships and I strive to feel this close to them all year long not just during Lent.

Speaking of our older brother Jesus, what a good example he shows us in today’s Gospel. The devil
tempts Jesus to use his power to appease his hunger; he tempts Jesus to put God’s promise of protection
to the test; and he offers Jesus all of the kingdoms of the world if Jesus will worship the devil. In each
case, Jesus resists the temptation, rebuking the devil with words from Scripture.

The account of Jesus’ temptation in the desert is filled with allusions and parallels to the Old Testament,
including the story of the people of Israel. The Israelites spent 40 years wandering in the desert in Exo-
dus, for example, and Jesus spends 40 days in the desert. As the Israelites were tempted during the Exo-
dus, so too is Jesus tempted. Just like each of us are tempted in our daily lives.

Each temptation offers insight into both God and the human condition. Jesus’ rejection of the temptations
shows that he will not put God to the test. Grounding himself on the word and authority of Scripture, Je-
sus rebukes the devil, confident in God’s protection and faithfulness.

As we start our journey through Lent, our Sunday readings call us to adopt the same confidence that Je-
sus had in the face of temptation: God’s word alone will suffice; God’s promise of protection can be
trusted; God alone 1s God.

My wish for you this Lent is for you to strengthen your relationship with each person in our Blessed
Trinity. May you ask for the guidance and protection of God the Father. May you follow the good exam-
ple of God the Son. And may you listen to the inner voice of God the Holy Spirit.

Ten Reminders for Lent: (1st five this week, 2nd five next week)

First 5 of 10 Reminders

1. Remember the formula. The Church does a good job capturing certain truths with easy-to-remember lists
and formulas: 10 Commandments, 7 sacraments, 3 persons in the Trinity. For Lent, the Church gives us
almost a slogan—Prayer, Fasting and Almsgiving—as the three things we need to work on during the
season.

2. It’s a time of prayer. Lent is essentially an act of prayer spread out over 40 days. As we pray, we go on a
journey, one that hopefully brings us closer to Christ and leaves us changed by the encounter with him.

3. It’s a time to fast. With the fasts of Ash Wednesday and Good Friday, meatless Fridays, and our personal
disciplines interspersed, Lent is the only time many Catholics these days actually fast. And maybe that’s
why it gets all the attention. “What are you giving up for Lent? Hotdogs? Beer? Jelly beans?” It's almost a
game for some of us, but fasting is actually a form of penance, which helps us turn away from sin and to-
ward Christ.

4. It’s a time to work on discipline. The 40 days of Lent are also a good, set time to work on personal disci-
pline in general. Instead of giving something up, it can be doing something positive. “I'm going to exercise
more. I'm going to pray more. I’'m going to be nicer to my family, friends and coworkers.”

5. It’s about dying to yourself. The more serious side of Lenten discipline is that it’s about more than self-
control — it's about finding aspects of yourself that are less than Christ-like and letting them die. The suffer-
ing and death of Christ are foremost on our minds during Lent, and we join in these mysteries by suffering,
dying with Christ and being resurrected in a purified form.
