My dear Friends in Christ,

Peace to you and your family!

(The following is a very short summary of an article taken from “Psychology Today™)

“Mr. Smith went to visit his internist about the terrible pain he had in his stomach area. He gave
the doctor all the details and the doctor just looked at him perplexed knowing that Mr. Smith was
fine at the last check-up. He asked if he could ask him a very personal question, and Mr. Smith
replied, of course. The doctor asked if he were Catholic and if so, he should go to Confession and
confess the anger and the desire for revenge he was keeping in his heart, forgive the person and
return in two months. Mr. Smith was furious and left the office in a huff. Upon returning home he
started to think about his partner, who wiped out their bank account and left him with bills to pay
to keep his business afloat. He looked up his address and went to see him, upon ringing the bell he
felt a sensation of peace overwhelm him. When the door opened, he just stared at his once partner
and they both started to cry. He was invited in and over a cup of coffee they were reconciled.

Two months later he thanked the doctor for his advice, the pain was gone.”

Reconciliation is good for the body and soul, if you have any feelings like Mr. Smith, something
that has been bothering you for a long time, get rid of it, it’s spiritual poison. No matter how long
it has been, Jesus will give you the words you need. Lent is the perfect time to go to the Sacra-
ment of Reconciliation and be reconciled with someone you have offended or has offended you.
The love God has for you is beyond words, as St. Paul says, “nothing can separate us from the love
of God.”
