From the desk of Jonathan Delgado— Director of Liturgy & Music

Dear Parishioner,

The season of Lent is upon us again. The purpose of Lent is to prepare us for the three most sacred days of
the Church year: Holy Thursday with the Lord’s Supper, Good Friday with the Lord’s Passion, and Holy
Saturday with the Lord’s triumph, the Easter Vigil.

Lent actually announces the beginning of the church’s springtime, and while Lent is a penitential season
calling us to turn our lives around and bring our hearts back to God, it’s not to become a time for guilt or
beating our heads against the ground in shame for past sins and present failings. Lent is a time for us to
awaken and prepare ourselves to greet a new season of hope and joy, and for our catechumens it means to
be given the hope of a whole new life in baptism.

Many Catholics were taught as children to “give up something” for Lent. The sacrifices in Lent are really
penance.

Consider adding in daily Mass, Stations of the Cross or adoration into your weekly routine during this holy
season. We can only win both spiritually and physically when choose to keep Christ, his church and our
community close to our hearts and a part of our daily lives!

The best part about the season of Lent is that is gives us yet another opportunity to grow closer to Christ, a
re-birth of mind, body and soul as we prepare ourselves for the Resurrection on the great feast of Easter as
we await the second coming of our Lord Jesus Christ!

So I say to everyone, Happy Lent!
