My dear friends in the Lord, 
 
      How quickly time passes! Here it is the 3rd week of Lent and I ask myself how I am living these days. 
Do I even remember what I had hoped to do to prepare spiritually for the Resurrection?  In today’s psalm 
we hear “God so loved the world that He sent His only Son…” to assume our human nature and thus, dig-
nify again, all of humanity.  And so, my focus for this week is on gratitude for that very gift of human na-
ture: our intellect, free will, physical body, emotions, senses and talents—all of which allow us to live with 
dignity and invite us to live with integrity as children loved by God. 
 
      Exodus calls us to live the Commandments loving God and all others (neighbors), and St. Paul reminds 
us that “we are to proclaim Christ crucified” (recognizing that sacrifice and suffering are part of human 
nature). John’s Gospel shows us the humanity of Jesus Himself: His anger drives out the market vendors; 
His zeal and love for the Father desires a prayerful relationship; His deep awareness of His mortality pre-
dicts His death and Resurrection, and His gentle abiding acceptance of all human nature reconciles the Fa-
ther’s plan and restores us to new life and the promise of life eternal. 
 
      Every day we deal with our weakness and fragility to live with love, to express our emotions and to 
embrace our humanness.  Lent invites us to “convert, and return to the Lord” (Joel 3). During these 3 re-
maining weeks of Lent, let’s try to love, to pray, to fast and to give service, as we deepen our gratitude for 
our human nature and embrace it as the great gift of God that it is!

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Liturgy Corner...learn something new or maybe even become inspired ! 

Why do we cover the Crucifix & Statues during Lent? 

You may notice purple cloths draped over the crucifixes, statues, and saint images at your parish. In some 
churches, these items may be removed from the sanctuary altogether.  Temporarily veiling the crosses and reli-
gious images in the penitential color of Lent is a beautiful custom that helps us to reflect on the deeper theologi-
cal meaning of the liturgical season. This old custom of veiling religious images is a way of focusing on the peni-
tential aspect of this liturgical season. It reminds us in a visual way that our faith in all its glory is made possible 
only through the work of Christ in his suffering and death on the cross. When we cover or remove these holy and 
sacred images that we are so accustomed to, we are starkly confronted and reminded in a poignant way of all that 
Christ has done for us. 

What is the origin of the custom?  It may have derived from a practice in Germany in the ninth century of extend-
ing a large cloth before the altar from the beginning of Lent.  This cloth, known as the “Hungertuch” or hunger 
cloth, hid the altar from the view of the people until the reading of the Passion on Wednesday of Holy Week at 
the words “the veil of the temple was rent in two.” The veil in the temple of Jerusalem separated the Holy of Ho-
lies from the main body of the temple.  Some scholars say the custom was a remnant of the ancient practice of 
ritually expelling public penitents from the church at the beginning of Lent .  

In the past, many followers of the Catholic religion were illiterate. The church service was done in Latin, a lan-
guage many did not speak. The congregation needed a reminder that they were in the somber season of Lent, so 
the altar was covered. The traditional color for veils was purple, a color that represents penance and humility. 

The great nineteenth-century Benedictine liturgist Dom Prosper Gueranger gives a mystical interpretation of the 
veiling, based on the Gospel of St John, which was formerly read on Passion Sunday.  Just as Jesus hid himself 
from the Jews who wanted to stone him (cf. Jn 8:59), so by the veils he is now hidden from the world in prepara-
tion for the mysteries of his passion. The statues of the saints are covered too since, if the Master himself is cov-
ered, so should be his servants.
