FILLED WITH AND LED BY THE HOLY SPIRIT  
 
In the Gospel passage today, we see Jesus being both filled and led by the Holy Spirit. 

 

The Holy Spirit, in the previous passage, is notably present in the form of a dove when Jesus is baptized 

in the Jordan river. And after the passage, Jesus comes to Nazareth and reads from the prophet Isaiah, 

saying, "The Spirit of the Lord is upon me". The Holy Spirit is very alive and well in both the Old and 

New Testaments and as they merge into each other in the life of Christ.  

 

So the question may arise, "What is the Holy Spirit and what is it to me"? 

 

The Holy Spirit is the third person of the Holy Trinity in whom we are baptized, as Christ mandated his 

Apostles to "baptize all nations in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit". Jesus 

explains to Nicodemus that we are necessarily to be "born of the Spirit". We must ask for the "Spirit of 

Truth", which Jesus describes it to be.  St. Paul tells us that we ought never to quench or extinguish the 

Spirit. On the contrary, Jesus says that the Spirit of God is our Advocate and Counselor promised to 

come upon us after he ascends into Heaven. The Spirit's ultimate arrival at Pentecost imbues all in the 

room, and as Jesus had told his disciples, the Spirit gave them "the words to say".   

 
 
 Come, Holy Spirit, Creator blest,  
 and in our souls take up Thy rest; 
 come with Thy grace and heavenly aid 
 to fill the hearts which Thou hast made. 
 
 O comforter, to Thee we cry, 
 O heavenly gift of God Most High, 
 O fount of life and fire of love, 
 and sweet anointing from above. 
 
 Thou in Thy sevenfold gifts are known; 
 Thou, finger of God's hand we own; 
 Thou, promise of the Father, 
 Thou Who dost the tongue with power imbue. 
 
 Kindle our sense from above, 
 and make our hearts o'erflow with love;
