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Letter From Jonathan Delgado, Director of  Music & Liturgy 

Dear Parishioners, 
 
Today is the Fourth Sunday of Lent also known as Laetare Sunday. Today we take a more 
relaxed approach to the Lenten season as we begin our Liturgies with the entrance  
antiphon reflecting on Isaiah 66: 10-11: “Rejoice, Jerusalem, and all who love her. Be  
joyful, all who were in mourning; exalt and be satisfied at her consoling breast.” We are at 
the half way point to Easter now. It seems almost shocking to think that we would rejoice 
in the middle of Lent, however on this Sunday, we look forward with great anticipation to 
the Most Holy Solemnity of Easter for which we have been as a Church and Parish  
preparing for during this Lenten season. You will notice today our Priest is wearing rose 
colored vestments. The color rose is used as a sign of joy which marks the Fourth Sunday 
of Lent and the Third Sunday of Advent, known as Gaudete Sunday.  
 
Now that we are at the half way point of Lent, it is now a good time to look at what we 
have accomplished this Lenten season or what we would still like to accomplish. As a  
Parish Family we have attended the Stations of the Cross, listened to the words of Fr. 
Yvans to better help us prepare for Easter, we have given generously to the Lenten Rice 
Bowl Operation, volunteering for and attending the Lenten Soup and Service Ecumenical 
Series and participating in the Diocese faithFULL food drive to help serve those who are in 
need. We have three weeks left to make the most out of our Lenten journey! 
 
In February eight new Lectors were trained and our ready to serve our Parish and this past 
Monday fifteen new Extraordinary Ministers of Holy Communion were trained and are 
also now ready to serve our Parish! As our parish ministries continue to grow please  
consider joining one of the many groups and organizations we have to help in serving our 
parish Family. Today, Sunday March 11th we are more than pleased as a parish to be  
sending over twenty five of our teenagers to participate in the Diocese Youth Congress  
Retreat titled “Live the Truth” in addition, our Wildwood Catholic Crusader’s Chorale was 
asked to lead the music for the closing Mass led by Bishop Dennis Sullivan, what a  
wonderful honor and testament of faith to see so many youth from our parish and school 
attending this great event.

Lenten Regulations 
Weekdays of Lent: 
There is no obligation to fast.  However, voluntary acts of 
self-denial are recommended. 
 
Ash Wednesday and Good Friday:  
These are days of Fast and Abstinence from meat.  
There is a limit of one full meal on these days for all 
between the ages of 18 and 59 inclusive. 
 
Days of Abstinence: (All Fridays in Lent) 
All who have reached their 14th year are bound to abstain 
totally from meat. 
 
Easter Duty Obligation: 
After they have received their First Holy  
Communion, Catholics are bound by the obligation 
of receiving Holy Communion at least once a year.  
This precept should be fulfilled during the Easter 
Season.  Catholics are also bound to confess serious 
(mortal) sins at least once a year, but this is not  
limited to the Lenten/Easter season.
