Dear fellow parishioners, 
 
It seems truly fitting that I begin my writing career on the feast of St Patrick as my father 
named me after Patrick.  
 
Patrick was not Irish, but was born to wealthy British parents in the fourth century.  He was 
kidnapped by Irish raiders, who transported him to Ireland, where he spent 6 years in captivity. 
During this time, he worked as a shepherd, outdoors and away from people. Lonely and 
afraid, he turned to his religion for solace, becoming a devout Christian.  
 
Patrick eventually escaped and made his way home to his family. He choose the        
religious life and after his ordination as a priest, he was sent to Ireland with a mission to 
begin to convert the Irish.  
 
Patrick used the shamrock as a way of teaching the Irish about the Holy Trinity, the belief of 
three persons in one God. 
 
Familiar with the Irish language and culture, Patrick chose to incorporate traditional    
ritual into his lessons of Christianity, instead of attempting to eradicate native Irish     
beliefs. He used bonfires to celebrate Easter since the Irish were used to honoring their 
gods with fire. Today, we still light our Pascal fire to celebrate Christ ’s resurrection. 
 
Patrick also superimposed a sun, a powerful Irish symbol, onto the Christian cross to 
create what is now called a Celtic cross. The Irish culture centered around a rich       
tradition of oral legend and myth. When this is considered, it is no surprise that the   
story of Patrick’s life became exaggerated over the centuries. Spinning exciting tales to 
remember history has always been a part of the Irish way of life.  
 
Just a footnote about me.  I’m a lay minister, who trains our Altar Servers and      
schedules them for Masses, etc.  If you are an adult, who is interested in joining our 
ministry, please feel free to contact me.
