Dear Parishioner,

Today is a very special day during the season of Lent. This particular Sunday is called Laetare
Sunday. Laetare means rejoice in Latin. Some of you may be wondering “isn’t Lent suppose to be peni-
tential? Why are we rejoicing?”

Yes, the season of Lent is a penitential season. We increase our pray life by adding a rosary or
praying the stations of the cross. We fast from the unnecessary goods such as chocolate, cookies, and cof-
fee (although some might consider this one to be necessary...like myself).

Finish out this season of Lent
with a joyful spirit. For the remaining part of Lent, may your heart constantly sing the word Laetare so
that on Easter Sunday, you may sing, with a pure and loving heart, the triumphant word “Alle....”

Liturgy Corner...learn something new or maybe even become inspired !

Question: What is Laetare Sunday?

Answer:

The nickname Laetare originated from the first word of the Introit chant for Sunday’s Mass,

“‘Rejoice!”

On Laetare Sunday there is a slight relaxation of Lent’s penitential spirit, because we have a
glimpse of the joy that is coming at Easter, now near at hand. The custom of using rose colored
vestments is tied to the Station churches in Rome. The Station for Laetare Sunday is the Basilica
of the Holy Cross of Jerusalem where the relics of Cross and Passion brought from the Holy
Land by St. Helena (+c. 329), mother of the Emperor Constantine (+337), were deposited. It was
the custom on this day for Popes to bless roses made of gold, some amazingly elaborate and
bejeweled, which were to be sent to Catholic kings, queens and other notables. The biblical
reference is Christ as the “flower” sprung forth from the root of Jesse (Is 11:1 —in the

Vulgate flos “flower” and RSV “branch”). Thus Laetare was also called Dominica de rosa....
Sunday of the Rose. It didn’t take a lot of imagination to develop rose coloured vestments from
this.

Remember, the colour of the vestments is called rosacea, not pink (especially not baby-rattle
pink). This Roman custom spread by means of the Roman Missal to the whole of the world.
