Dear Companions on the Journey 
  In regards to time we look back at yesterday with fond memories or sad regrets 
and we look forward to tomorrow with great anticipation or fearful expectation. In truth though - 
at the moment - all we have - all we need- all we can handle - is "The Now"- only "the here and 
now" really matters.   Jesus tells us, "Now is the acceptable time.  Now is the time of salvation." 
Perhaps the question worth considering is "What am I doing  with 'the Now'  I have?"  
  In the Our Father we say "Thy kingdom come" Yes, this is true.  We are looking 
forward to God's kingdom in all its completeness, wholeness, and holiness in heaven, but actu-
ally, we are living each day in God's kingdom in the here and now in all its struggles for that 
completeness, wholeness, and holiness.

We might not know the Corporal or Spiritual Works of Mercy in order 
or by memory, but we do remember the Lord's words and want to live them in our families and 
in our world. "Whatsoever you do to the least of these you do to me."  Be alert for "the NOW" 
and listen with heart eyes, and always remember........ fondly.
