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Letter From Fr. Yvans Jazon 

My Brothers and Sisters, 

 

In the last past five weeks, we have been preparing ourselves to celebrate Jesus Christ’s death and  

resurrection. All the Sunday’s gospels have been offering us teachings to strengthen our spiritual lives 

so that we can re-experience the passion of Jesus Christ on the Cross. The thirty minutes we have spent 

together every Friday as a community have helped us to discuss some important topics to get  

motivated to do the way of the Cross with Jesus.  

 

A quick reminder of some topics: “my oil is not your oil” and small “stuff big deal” and “being faithful 

to our spiritual devotions is banking graces and blessings in the spiritual bank of God”.  The season of 

Lent gives us the opportunity to practice Matthew 25:1-13 as we have learned to be vigilant and to 

stock oil in our lamp, so we can be ready to be among the crowd singing Hosanna Blessed is he who 

comes in the Name of Lord.  

 

I thank all of you who have been faithfully coming to share the word of God for thirty minutes every 

Friday and to praise his name in songs to prepare the feast of the Lord’s resurrection. I have to say that 

you are awesome, and it was a great time that we spent together.   

 

Jesus was acclaimed by many people who accompanied him to enter the city of David. They  

recognized in Him the Messiah: The Blessed One. Today we are among those who acclaim Jesus 

"Blessed is he who comes in the name of the Lord, Hosanna in the highest heaven!"  

 

Therefore, we, as parishioners of Notre Dame de la Mer are counted in the crowd who welcome Jesus 

into the city of our lives. Through our lives, we claim him as our King, our Messiah, our savior, and 

the savior of the world. We come to understand that without him, there is no life, there is no light, and 

there is no joy.  This is the reason why we pledge our lives to become the donkey that carries Him to 

the world especially to those who do not know his power and experience his love.  As we carry Him to 

the world, we can expect to receive the same welcome that He received on Palm Sunday, but we must 

also expect to meet the same opposition, crosses, and trials in our lives.  

 

We must be ready to become his Simon of Cyrene to help Him to carry the Cross as we are called to 

participate in the celebrations of the Holy Week. Today we receive palm branches at the Divine  

Liturgy, to remind us that we need to continue to acclaim Jesus as our savior at home, in the  

marketplace and in every area of our lives. Let the palms remind us that Christ is the King of our  

families, the King of our hearts, the only true way to our quest for happiness.  

 

We are also reminded that tomorrow starts the Holy Week, the week will be holy if we strive to  

concentrate on Christ death and resurrection.  It will be still spiritually wise to go to confession before 

we received the Eucharist for Easter so that we can celebrate an Easter of joy. I wish you all a blessed 

Holy week and an Easter of Joy.
