From the Desk of Sister Anne Lafferty— Spanish Apostolate

Dear Friends in Christ,

Tuesday, March 14 was a wonderful evening of friendship and prayer in our parish Notre Dame de la Mer. What
happened? The Christ Life pilot program began, it will be offered to the whole parish in the Fall. Get ready to
participate! I would like to begin by thanking first Father Mazz for initiating interest in the program and then our
team, Karen, Donnamarie and Mary Ellen for taking the time to assist at the preparation meetings and then to
prepare last night’s event, they didn’t miss a beat, right down to the beautiful yellow roses at each table.
