Dear Friends, 

Today we celebrate Palm Sunday, Jesus’ triumphant entry into Jerusalem just days before he was cruci-

fied.  Jesus went to Jerusalem to join other Jews to celebrate the Passover feast.  Palm Sunday marks the 

beginning of Holy Week 

As recorded in the Gospels, Jesus entered Jerusalem riding a young donkey with the townspeople waving 

cloaks, branches and palms in front of Him as a sign of homage.  This was a customary practice for people 

of great respect.  Palm branches are a symbol of peace and victory and the use of a donkey instead of a 

horse represents the humble arrival of someone in peace.  The very people who cheered and applauded Je-

sus’ entrance into Jerusalem, will, within a week, be crying “Crucify Him.” 

As we listen to the narrative of Jesus’ passion, we realize that His triumph will come through the cross.  

We know that joy will be replaced by sorrow and then back to joy.  We know that through His suffering, 

followed by His resurrection, good will trump evil and life will trump death. 

Please try to attend the Holy Week services (Triduum) which will be held at Assumption Church.  On Ho-

ly Thursday, Mass will commemorate the Last Supper of Jesus with His disciples. Holy Thursday cele-

brates the institution of the Eucharist as the true body and blood of Jesus Christ and the institution of the 

sacrament of the priesthood.  Twelve parishioners will have their feet washed during the Mass to represent 

Jesus washing the feet of His disciples, the first priests.   

The commemoration of the crucifixion of Jesus and His death at Calvary will be held at 3PM on Friday. 

The service is broken into three parts: the Liturgy of the Word, the Adoration of the Cross, and Holy Com-

munion.  Good Friday is a day of fasting and abstinence. 

The Easter Vigil begins on Saturday at 8PM.  The Vigil is packed with symbolism and meaning.  St. Au-

gustine was quoted as saying the Easter Vigil is “the mother of all vigils.”  The parish is blessed to have 6 

young people who will be initiated into the Church by receiving Baptism, Holy Communion and Confir-

mation.  We also have 1 gentleman who will make a Profession of Faith and receive Holy Communion and 

Confirmation.  The original (1955) baptismal font was refurbished and relocated in front of the St. Joseph 

altar and will be used at the Vigil.  Please keep them in your prayers.  

Finally, Easter Sunday…The Resurrection of the Lord.  St. Ann and Assumption churches will have Mass 

at 8:30 AM AND 10:30 AM.  The Spanish Mass will be celebrated at 7PM at St Ann.   St. Ann will be 

filled with the angelic voices of our choirs.  The contemporary and children’s choir will be at 8:30 AM 

Mass and the adult choir will sing at 10:30 AM Mass.   

As we begin Holy Week, may Jesus be our constant companion. May we enter in the mystery of Jesus’ 

life, death and resurrection with faith and hope.

Reading I:  Isaiah 50:4-7 
God helps us. 

 The first reading from Isaiah is one of four passages that 

focus on the "servant" of God. 

 In all four examples, the servant is faithful, even in the 

face of suffering. 

 The servant in today's passage stands by his belief that 

with God on his side, he will not be put to shame. 
 

Reading II : Philippians 2:6-11 

God's name is holy. 

 Scripture scholars believe that today's second reading was 

a familiar early Christian hymn. 

 The purpose of Paul's hymn for the Philippians is to per-

suade the community to be united in Christ. 

 Paul uses the example of Jesus' self emptying obedience 

to encourage the community to end its divisions. 
 

Gospel:   Luke 22:14-23:56 

Jesus shows us how to love. 

 Similar to the description of the servant of Isaiah, Jesus 

willingly accepted the suffering and anguish that can be 

the price of fidelity. 

 Throughout the Gospel of Luke, Jesus is depicted as the 

faithful prophet who speaks God's word even in the midst 

of his own suffering. 

 In today's account of the Passion of Christ, Luke empha-

sizes the innocence of Jesus.

HOLY THURSDAY  

Disciples Needed! 
 

Holy Thursday is the day on which Christ celebrates the Last 

Supper with His disciples, four days after his triumphal entry 

into Jerusalem on Palm Sunday. Christ, during the last supper, 

reaffirmed a new commandment he gave His church. The 

Lord, “who came to serve and not to be served,” washes the 

feet of his disciples.  During the Mass, we remember this  

charity & service by having our own foot washing ritual.

Disposing of Used Palms 
 

According to the Code of Canon Law, blessed items are not to be discarded in a trash can, but treated with respect  

(cf. #1171). At Mass these palm branches were set apart by a blessing from the priest and made into a “sacramental,” an  

object that is meant to draw us closer to the celebration of the seven sacraments. Throwing them in the trash ignores their sa-

cred purpose and treats them like any other object we no longer need. 

Most sacramentals, like palm branches for example, can be burned or buried in order to properly dispose of them. This type of 

disposal honors their sacred purpose and returns them to the earth in a dignified way. 

Bells during the Gloria on Holy Thursday and at the Easter Vigil 
 

The rubrics of the Mass for Holy Thursday’s Mass of the Lord’s Supper and the Easter Vigil commend that bells are to be rung 

during the singing or saying of the Gloria. On Holy Thursday, the bells are rung for the last time until the Easter Vigil. Hence, 

at the elevation of the host and chalice on Holy Thursday, there is no bell rung, a stark reminder of the Lord’s Passion to come.  

On the Easter Vigil, the bells are rung throughout the Gloria. Christ is risen! Alleluia!  

Of note, during the elevation of the host and chalice on Holy Thursday, because there is no bell, churches have used a device 

call a crotalus to denote the elevation. 

Why Don't We Sing "Alleluia" During Lent?   
 

The “Alleluia” and “Gloria” are joyful chants, with Alleluia being the primary chant of the Easter Season - "He is risen,       

Alleluia." Lent is a penitential period when we express sorrow for the sin that put Jesus on the Cross. Instead of the joyful    

Alleluia, we sing an alternative hymn which still recognizes Jesus as Lord. During Lent, we prepare our hearts for resuming the 

Alleluia on Easter Sunday. In both Advent and Lent, we also omit the “Gloria,” again because it is a joyful hymn.
