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Message from Paul Abbruscato, Seminarian 

The Mystery of Salvation 
Dear Parishioners, 

 The chief characteristic that we must grapple with in our faith is the fact - it is a Sacred Mystery.  

As we enter into these final days, into those most sacred hours of Christ’s Suffering, Death, and 

Resurrection, may we become ever more aware of the grandeur of its salvific power...  This is only    

possible, when we realize it is beyond the grasp of our intellect, as well as our mysterious involvement in 

it. This human encounter with the living God, and the love He displays for each one of us... even as our 

sins drive Christ to the Holy Cross... It is not simply something we can fully understand like a lot of   

other things in life. We are bewildered at this event - of the Unknowable God, revealing His                

unfathomable love to all humanity. 

 

 I truly believe this is one of the major reasons people leave the faith. They oddly think they     

understand this mystery, but stray in the torn garments of miscalculation. Fr. Guardini clarifies an       

important lesson in faith when he writes, “The mind must never allow itself to be misled into seeming 

“comprehension”. Once this occurs, people begin to think our faith is like any other subject, which we 

can learn and master. The idea of totally comprehending the faith causes many people to err contrary to 

Church teaching or wield her Church teaching as a weapon. Worst of all, this seeming "comprehension" 

leads people to think they fully understand Christianity, and often leads some to abandon the Sacraments 

which are essential for our salvation. 

 

 In most human actions we know the end for which we are acting. It is clear in our interior vision 

before we even act. But in faith in Christ, there is a mystery always eluding and drawing us ever deeper 

into the love of God. The Triune God lifts us up beyond ourselves in this Sacred Mystery as we are 

called to partake in the New Eternal Covenant.  We can never fully pierce this mystery, or how our sins 

pierced Him... Knowledge of our incapacity to fully know the faith will always dominate our every 

thought. But in obedience to our Mother the Church, we journey with Christ the Savior. As He gradually 

shows us the way, taking our sins and those of the whole world upon Himself, He ‘proceeded on His 

Journey up to Jerusalem.’

Journey to the Foot of the Cross...10 things to remember for Lent ( Part 2: Items 6 –10) 
 

- Don’t do too much. It’s tempting to make Lent some ambitious period of personal reinvention, but it’s best to 
keep it simple and focused. There’s a reason the Church works on these mysteries year after year. We spend 
our entire lives growing closer to God. Don’t try to cram it all in one Lent. That’s a recipe for failure.   
  

-Lent reminds us of our weakness. Of course, even when we set simple goals for ourselves during Lent, we still 
have trouble keeping them. When we fast, we realize we’re all just one meal away from hunger. In both cases, 
Lent shows us our weakness. This can be painful, but recognizing how helpless we are makes us seek God’s 
help with renewed urgency and sincerity.  
  

-Be patient with yourself. When we’re confronted with our own weakness during Lent, the temptation is to get 
angry and frustrated. “What a bad person I am!” But that’s the wrong lesson. God is calling us to be patient and 
to see ourselves as he does, with unconditional love.   
  

-Reach out in charity. As we experience weakness and suffering during Lent, we should be renewed in our com-
passion for those who are hungry, suffering or otherwise in need. The third part of the Lenten formula is alms-
giving. It’s about more than throwing a few extra dollars in the collection plate; it’s about reaching out to others 
and helping them without question as a way of sharing the experience of God’s unconditional love.   
  

-Learn to love like Christ. Giving of ourselves in the midst of our suffering and self-denial brings us closer to lov-
ing like Christ, who suffered and poured himself out unconditionally on cross for all of us. Lent is a journey 
through the desert to the foot of the cross on Good Friday, as we seek him out, ask his help, join in his suffer-
ing, and learn to love like him.
