SAINT OF THE WEEK

Julie Billiart, Virgin and Religious

Mary Rose Julie Billiart was born at Cuvilly, in northern France, to the family of a farmer-merchant on April 8, 1751. This
saint was exceptionally gifted. Though she had little education, Julie, as a child of seven, had memorized the catechism and
was teaching the other children of her village about its lessons.

Recognizing the extraordinary holiness of this young girl, her pastor allowed Julie to receive her First Holy Communion and
be confirmed at the age of nine. (These sacraments were reserved to adults at this time in the Church.) At the age of fourteen,
Julie took a private vow of chastity and dedicated her life to teaching the poor.

Two traumatic events happened in Julie’s young life. A robbery of her father’s store when Julie was only sixteen made the
already poor family even more destitute. The second event had even more dire consequences. When she was twenty-two, Julie
was sitting next to her father at a café when someone fired a shot at him. The shock of this incident left Julie partially para-
lyzed and unable to walk.

Confined to her bed, Julie spent several hours per day in prayer and continued to catechize the young children of the town
who would gather by her bed. Her reputation for holiness was well known throughout the area .Julie experienced a vision in
which God was calling her to found an order of sisters dedicated to teaching. (the Sisters of Notre Dame)

In 1804, Julie, during a novena offered by her confessor, was asked by the priest to pray for an intention that he had. Five days
into the novena, on the feast of the Sacred Heart, the priest said to her, “Mother, if you have faith, take one step in honor of
the Sacred Heart of Jesus.” Mother Julie, after twenty-two years of paralysis, stood up and was cured.

St. Julie Billiart was canonized in 1969 by Pope Paul VI. St. Julie is the patron of those suffering from illness or impoverish-
ment.
Julie’s message today: God will give us all of the strength and knowledge that we need to accomplish the mission
that he has given us.

Liturgy Corner...learn something new

What is the significance of the Paschal Candle

The Paschal candle has a beautiful significance to Christians, with its rich symbolism and origins in the early
centuries of Christianity. Though use of the candle likely began with the practical purpose of providing light to
see, even this purpose allowed the candle to symbolize Jesus as the Light overcoming darkness in the Resurrec-
tion. This is why the candle is lit at the beginning of the Easter Vigil on Holy Saturday and carried in a proces-

sion through the church that is still in darkness.

The pillar—which is the candle itself—takes on new meaning when it burns with the blessed fire. It feeds the
Church by passing on its light while yet sustaining itself.

There is additional symbolism in the components that make up the candle. The pure wax that makes up the can-
dle represents Jesus’ purity. The wick symbolizes Jesus’ human nature, while the flame symbolizes his divine
nature. The markings on the candle also carry special meaning. The cross represents Christ’s great sacrifice; the
five grains of incense that are inserted represent his five wounds; and the Greek letters Alpha and Omega repre-
sent Jesus as the beginning and end. Often, the candle is also inscribed with the current year, showing each
church’s continuing participation in the universal celebration.

Once the Easter season is over, the Paschal candle is moved to a place near the baptismal font. There, it can be lit
for baptismal and funeral services as a powerful reminder of the Resurrection.
