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Dear Parishioners,  
 
You may not realize it but during the season of Easter all three readings at mass come from the New Testament.  
Today our first reading comes from the Acts of the Apostles – which is the book of the bible that tells of the found-
ing of the Church and the spreading of the faith and of its message to the Roman Empire.  
  
The second reading comes from the First letter of Peter.  This letter was written by an early follower of the faith 
who most likely was a disciple of the Apostle Peter.  He wrote to the people of Asia Minor, an area he had 
preached to and visited throughout his travels and to a group of people who were experiencing persecutions be-
cause of their faith. 
   
Lastly, we have the Gospel of John, John is the fourth of the Canonical Gospels.  There is no mention of an author 
of this gospel so it is believed to have been written anonymously.  The Gospel of John begins with the witness and 
affirmation of John the Baptist and concludes with the death, burial, resurrection, and post-resurrection appearanc-
es of Jesus.  The gospels of Matthew, Mark and Luke combine to form what we know are the Synoptic Gospels.  
John’s gospel does not fit into this group because of the writing style as well as the stories included in the gospel 
and is often thought to be the most difficult to understand.   
 
The three New Testament readings today speak to us of the same peace that Jesus brought to the apostles and early 
church disciples.  The apostles and disciples were fearful of the authority of that time and had locked themselves in 
the upper room.  How many times do we find ourselves in similar situations?  How often do we give up on doing 
what we should be able to do with the Lord’s help because of an earlier failed attempt?  In our lives how often do 
we meet someone like Mary Magdalene who is full of hope and enthusiasm for the Lord and yet, we just shrug off 
that enthusiasm in our own lives instead of allowing it to take root and become what, we too, should practice and 
share.   
 
There is a poem called the “Hound of Heaven” written many years ago by an English poet named Francis Thomp-
son.  In the poem there is a chase that goes on between the hare and the hound.  In the poem the hound and the hare 
are characters that represent the Lord and us. Sometimes we run from the Lord out of embarrassment, sometimes 
we run out of disgust for our actions, sometimes we realize too late as Thomas did that what we ask is just too silly 
to really see happen.  But one thing for sure, God is never going to give up on us.  He will be like the Hound of 
Heaven always wanting us to be His.  He will be ever present in our lives always inviting us to come and share in 
all that He has but never demanding that we do so.  He will always be ready to recreate us and to renew us in His 
love during the Easter Season.  Let us be open to the “Good News” of the Easter Season and ready to celebrate 
with joy what the Lord in doing in our individual and universal lives.  Be open to the wonders of the LORD!   
Celebrate the ‘new life’ of Easter with the LORD!
