Dear Parishioner, 
 
Today is known as Good Shepherd Sunday because, in each year of the liturgical cycle on this 4th Sunday, 
the Gospel is always taken from the 10th chapter of John where Jesus speaks to himself as the  
“good shepherd”. 
 
Jesus emphasizes that, in giving his life for his sheep, he is doing so of his own will. It is not just by force 
of circumstances. His death is to be living proof that “the greatest love a person can show is to give one’s 
life for one’s friends”. This is the proof that Jesus truly is a Good Shepherd.  
 
How appropriate that today is also “Vocations Sunday” which clearly is intimately linked with Good Shep-
herd Sunday. On this day we are asked to pray that the church may be provided with the leaders needed to 
do its work of spreading the Gospel. We know that at the present time there is a critical shortage of such 
leaders, at least in the traditional sense, priests and religious. Let us remember the wider meaning to the 
word vocation and not limit that word to a calling to become a priest or a member of a religious institute, 
as every single one of us has a vocation. For many of us our vocation may be parents, teachers, spouses, 
doctors etc... We should ask ourselves today is what I am spending my energies on every day my real vo-
cation? Is this what God wants me to be doing with my life? What contribution am I offering to make this 
world a better place for people to live in? Is God calling me to greater service in my Church and my com-
munity? Am I giving something through my life or am I just using society (and even the Church) to get 
what I want? These are deep questions that I find myself getting lost in thought and prayer about my own 
callings and vocations.  
 
As we continue to pray for vocations let us also continue to pray for Thomas Piro, our Seminarian who has 
answered that call and is working, studying and praying towards becoming a shepherd of the church. 
 
I would also like to welcome Daniel Hearn, our newest Extraordinary Minister of Holy Communion and 
lector. Welcome and thank you for answering this very important vocation to ministry! 
 
May you continue to have a Blessed Eastertide.

Peter restates the basic truth of the resurrection: Death is 
conquered and life won through the death and resurrec-
tion of Jesus of Nazareth.

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Adoro Te Devote 
 

Hidden God, devoutly I adore thee, truly present underneath these veils: all my 
heart subdues itself before thee, since it all before thee faints and fails. 

 
 

This stanza of Adoro Te Devote addresses the true presence of the hidden God. The veil that Aquinas 
writes about refers to the form of bread and wine. The form is the appearance to us. What we perceive is 

not what is present. What, or more properly speaking, Who is present is the Lord Jesus Christ, the Second 
Person of the Holy Trinity. Before this simple appearance, is the Creator of the universe; the Word made 

flesh. Before him, we bow our heads in humility. We recognize that we are his creatures.  
 

When praying over this verse, the idea of giving my whole heart struck me. Why the heart? Simple, the 
heart has always been associated with our feelings, particularly love. The Most Blessed Sacrament is the 

Sacramentum Caritatis (Sacrament of Love/Charity). In this wonderful Sacrament, we experience a 
glimpse of heaven. We are able to unite ourselves to Christ in a unique way. The heart also encompasses 
the totality of a person. When we come before the Blessed Sacrament, whether during Mass or outside of 
Mass, do we present our whole selves? Do we present our joys, our struggles, our true identity? Or do we
