Stanislaus, Bishop and Martyr, 1030-1079
Stanislaus was the only child of a noble family from Po-
land, and an answer to his parents’ prayers. They dedicat-
ed his life to God. He was ordained as archdeacon and
preacher and brought reformation of morals to the people
of Cracow. Stanislaus, now a bishop, excommunicated
the brutal ruler of Poland for abducting a nobleman’s
wife. When Boleslaus II’s troops would not kill Stani-
slaus during a Mass, he went into the chapel and mur-
dered Stanislaus himself. Saint Stanislaus is the patron
saint of Cracow.

Feast Day: St. Stanislaus is the patron of Cracow. A me-
morial celebrates this saint’s life on April 11.

Stanislaus' message today: This saint finds himself in
the good company of saints like John the Baptist, Thomas
Becket and Thomas More. Like them, he opposed the
tyranny of a despot and, like them, he paid with his life.
We often hear a great hue and cry about the separation of
church and state and, usually, this is a good thing. There
are times, however, when the church must take a stand for
what is right in the same way that Stanislaus did.
