HAPPY MOTHER'S DAY!

The second Sunday of May on the secular calendar is dedicated as Mother's Day. "To honor your father
and mother" is the fourth of the Ten Commandments given to Moses and reconfirmed by the words of
Jesus, by St. Paul's letters, and by our own Catholic catechism. This honor is of great religious meaning.
We ought to pray for, help, love and appreciate our parents who have given us life. They are considered
pro-creators with God our Creator.

For Catholics, the month of May is traditionally devoted to Mary. She is the mother of the Son of God,
as well as the ever-Virgin and Immaculate Conception who is in Heaven in both body and soul. Because
of her exalted significance both within herself and in reference to the Holy Trinity, she is considered
Queen of all Creation, both visible and invisible. Thus, at some point during the month there can be a
"May Crowning", where a statue of her image is crowned.

On May 13th, 1917, Mary appeared to three young children for the first time at Fatima, Portugal. She
spoke to them asking them to pray "the Rosary every day, to bring peace to the world and an end to the
war", which reflects the very essence and original purpose of the rosary that Our Lady first voiced to St.
Dominic (1170-1221) when she appeared to him many centuries previous.

Below are three prayers in respect to the above events and dedications.

MOTHER'S DAY
May the blessing of the Divine be an especially bright benediction upon mothers everywhere on your
blessed day -- On Mother's Day!

MAY CROWNING

As we honor Mary, who is higher than the cherubim and yet like us, let us pray that through her interces-
sion we may achieve holiness of life, and a deepened faith, hope, and love, as we seek to do the will of
God in all things.

OUR LADY OF FATIMA

O Most Holy Virgin Mary, you came to Fatima to reveal the graces that come from praying the Holy
Rosary to the three little shepherd children. May our prayers and meditations on the mysteries of our
redemption bring us closer to your Son, Our Lord Jesus Christ.

Why is Mary the Mother of the Church?

We know that Mary is the Mother of God. But how is it that she is also the Mother of the Church? This can
be understood through the image of a body. We know that, as a Church, Christ is our Head, and we are
the members of his Body (Colossians 1:18). If Mary is the Mother of the Head, then she must also be the
Mother of the Body. Scripture confirms her motherhood for us this as Jesus hangs on the cross, nearing
death: “When Jesus saw his mother, and the disciple whom he loved standing near, he said to his
mother, ‘Woman, behold, your son!” Then he was to the disciple, ‘Behold, your mother!” And from that
hour the disciple took her to his own home” (John 19:26-27). In giving Mary to the beloved disciple as his
mother, Jesus also gave her as a mother to us.

When we acknowledge Mary as the Mother of the Church, we recognize and celebrate the maternal
aspects of the Church that are essential to its existence. The Church herself is considered feminine
because she is the life-giving Bride of Christ. The Church can best function as a mother when it
recognizes its own Mother and model, the Blessed Virgin.
