Letter From Sister Rosaline

Dear Parishioners,

Take a moment and think about the Creed which we recite each Sunday. Pay close
attention to the wording! In the beginning of the creed we say: “I believe in God, creator of
heaven and earth.” At the end, we say, “I believe in the resurrection of the body, and life
everlasting.” So at the beginning and the end, we pray about life. This prayer teaches us that
the more we know about creation, the more we know about the creator. We also begin to see
ourselves as a part of something which is always expanding and changing. In creation, death is
always hand in hand with life. When we look at a flower and admire its beauty, it is probably
ready to become seed. We see ourselves, as part of this ever expanding and changing universe
where new life is always coming forth. If this is true, then why shouldn’t we believe that there
is more life after this earthly life. Pray for hope in everlasting life. Do you believe Jesus’s
words that: “in his father’s house there are many mansions.” Let’s ask ourselves what we are
doing to get this mansion ready? How many masses have we really attended? How have we
served our parish? How many visits to the Blessed Sacrament have we made? How many
times have we prayed for others both living and deceased? Do we really believe the words of
the creed?

The people who gave us St. John’s gospel lived for at least two generations before it was
written. Until the Romans destroyed the temple in 70 A.D., the Jews who followed Jesus and
those who followed other rabbis could worship together. After the destruction of the temple,
they no longer had a place that brought them together. Tensions began to arise between those
who followed the Jewish tradition and the newly formed Christians; thus Israel’s ancient
religion divided into Judaism and Christianity. And, of course, Jesus’ second coming didn’t
happen as many had hoped it would. Therefore, some began to question just what happens
when Christians die. Thus John’s community needed to know that there was a home for them
with Jesus. The noun which we translate as mansions comes from the verb mevw which means
to abide or stay. John is telling us that to be in Jesus is also to be in relationship to the Father,
to abide in God, to dwell in God. Shouldn’t we be thinking that heaven is a relationship, an
abiding with God? Or should we be like some of the followers of Jesus? Eg. Thomas who
insists that Jesus’ friends neither know where Jesus is going nor the way to follow him. Jesus
answers Thomas by stating that he is the way. In other words, the disciples have seen God
when they see him.

Of course, there must always be someone who doesn’t understand. In this case, it was
Philip. Again Jesus answers him by saying: “whoever has seen me has seen the Father.” Jesus
then questions Philip: “How can you say, ‘show us the Father?’” In Jesus’ life, he teaches love,
healing, and forgiveness as God’s way, truth, and life. To believe in Jesus, we must continue
his work, here on earth by being com- passionate toward all we meet.
