Dear Parishioner, 

 

It has been a year full of excitement and growth for all of our Wildwood Catholic Academy students and now here 

we are at the end of our second year as a PreK-12 school getting the chance to thank all of the parishioners again for 

your support. Pope Francis has been quoted stating “Catholic education gives soul to the world.” As Catholic school 

educators we constantly receive energy and soul from our surrounding community and beyond, benefiting from your 

prayers.  

 

May is an incredible month in Catholic schools with an overabundance of positive activity.  At the high school level 

our students celebrate their prom, advanced placement (AP) testing is underway, talent shows and art exhibits are 

carried out and on display, and seniors are winding down preparing for graduation and their journey after high 

school.
