Message From Father Joseph Wallace, Pastor ‘

Dear Parishioner,

Today we celebrate Pentecost, which is the commemoration of the receiving of the Holy Spirit by
the first Christians. It is the celebration of the birth of the Catholic Church. In the early Church, after
the Apostles and first disciples were fortified with the courage and inspiration of the Holy Spirit,
they began to establish church communities throughout the known world at that time. They founded
what we now call dioceses and parish church communities sharing unity in the teachings of Christ as
professed by the Apostles. This tradition of establishing and maintaining Catholic Christian
communities perdures to this very day. Our diocesan campaign, Catholic Strong, gives us an
opportunity to join in this holy endeavor of strengthening our local parish, building upon the gifts of
those who came before us by maintaining and enhancing the structures and traditions handed onto us
by our parents and grandparents.

Pentecost is a celebration that comes to us from our Jewish forbearers in the faith of Abraham. As
our Christian Pentecost is 50 days after Easter, the Jewish Pentecost is 50 days after Passover, which
they called Shavuot. Our Jewish neighbors here in Wildwood would like us to join them on June 12"
at 7:00pm at Beth Judah Temple, Pacific Ave & Spencer Ave, to view together the film, “My Italian
Secret: The Forgotten Heroes,” followed by discussion. The film tells the story of the rescue of
thousands of Jews during World War II by ordinary and prominent Italians. It is open to the public
and I encourage you to attend. While I’'m on the subject of Jewish-Catholic relations — I am being
honored by the Jewish community in Atlantic County at the Fr. Thom Schiavo Award Ceremony,
Tuesday, May 22, 7:00pm at Beth El Synagogue, 500 N. Jerome Ave., Margate, NJ. It would be
great if you were able to join me for the ceremony and induction followed by refreshments at Beth
El! Again, this gathering is open to the public.

I’m also happy to share with you that Mr. Kevin Quinn, Parish Administrator, graduates with honors
this weekend from Villanova University with a Master of Science in Church Management. This
degree is built upon two foundational elements: a solid business curriculum and a faith-based
approach to church management. I am delighted to have the sage advice and dedicated service of
Kevin in the rather challenging task of overseeing a newly merged parish with two Catholic schools
and all the details associated with maintaining our various aging buildings and keeping stable our
financial wellbeing. Congratulations Kevin.
