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 Dear Parishioners,  
 
The month of May has provided us with many days of celebration to be thankful for in our lives.  Last Sunday we 
honored the special women who gave us the gift of life and nurtured the foundation of the teachings and beliefs of 
our faith.   
 
On Sunday, May 7, 2017 we had the good fortune to have 37 young members of our faith community receive the 
Lord into their lives for the first time.  Their anticipation and joy as they prepared for their special day gave way to 
so many good memories of the roots of faith in so many lives.  May God be praised for His goodness!  
 
In the first reading today we hear about Peter and John being present in Samaria to pray for the people to receive 
the Holy Spirit.  In keeping with the actions of Peter and John in the early church Bishop Dennis Sullivan, D. D. 
will call down the Holy Spirit on 42 parish members at the Church of the Assumption in Wildwood Crest, at 5:00 
p.m. on Thursday, May 25, 2017, Ascension Thursday.  (This mass will be a holy day mass.)  Two of those who 
will receive the Holy Spirit will be adults but forty of those to receive the Holy Spirit will be teens and represent 
the future of our faith community on the island.  These young men and women are fine examples of faith filled 
believers of the future.  They have spent time in service to others and in preparation for the reception of the Spirit.  
They have researched saints to discover the one they felt most connected to by what they did or said or how they 
lived their lives.  It is that saint whose name they will be receiving in the sacrament they will try to model and be-
come more like with their own lives.  They have also chosen men or women who have shown them the importance 
of the faith in their own lives to walk the walk of faith with them by their example.  Please come and be present for 
the Confirmation liturgy.   
 
Bringing the month to closure will be the 10th Anniversary celebration of our Parochial Vicar Father Yvans Jazon.  
The bulletin contains announcements about the events planned for this coming weekend, the first of which will be 
a Holy Hour on Friday at 5:30 p.m. at St. Ann Church.   
 
Lastly, the gospel reading today reminds us; “the Spirit is in those who love God and show it in their actions”.  As 
a young child I remember always standing up when a sister, priest or adult entered the room and addressing them 
with:  Praised be Jesus Christ!  They would reply: Now and forever AMEN.  (And in my life this was all said in 
Polish.)  As a very young child I did not understand the meaning behind this action but as I became older the 
meaning became clearer.  As the Lord was praised as the sister, priest or adult walked in we were praising the Je-
sus in them.  We are all made in God’s image and likeness and it is that image and likeness that we need to recog-
nize in the other person.  If we simply see the other person as a mere human being we are missing all the love of 
the Lord that is in that person.  We are not opening ourselves up to be fully loved by the Father of all LOVE.  Be 
open and love those you meet this week as if they were the Lord.
