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Message from Rev. Joseph D. Wallace, Pastor 

Dear Parishioner, 
 
I would like to take this opportunity to welcome back all those parishioners who have been away for the 
winter, as well as, our summer visitors and friends. As we commemorate the sacrifice of so many men 
and women who died in the service of our country, we also give thanks for those still serving in order to 
ensure and safeguard the freedoms we all enjoy. We pray for the safety and wellbeing of our troops 
throughout the world. We also pray for those families among us who still mourn the loss of a family 
member in the defense of our beloved nation. May we honor the memory of those lost in war and never 
take for granted the freedom and rights that they made the ultimate sacrifice to ensure. 
 
I would like to take this opportunity to thank all those who have contributed so generously this past year 
to our Catholic Strong campaign. We have reached almost 84% of our parish goal of $1,330,000. With 
the money that you have already pledged we have been able to begin some of the much needed       
improvements to our parish environment. We have begun work on the parking lots and will soon begin 
work on the many other areas in need of replacement and improvement throughout our many buildings. 
None of the funds are used toward our operational costs here at the parish. That is why we depend on 
your generosity with the collection at Mass to meet the many other needs of running a parish with six 
large older buildings, which include two schools. Soon we will also commence our annual House of 
Charity appeal which strives to address the needs of the poor in the six counties of the Diocese of   
Camden. 
 
A couple months ago I received a call from the diocese informing me that Fr. Yvans was being made 
the administrator of St. Teresa of Calcutta Parish in Collingswood. My first question, of course, was who 
was going to replace him. I was told he was not going to be replaced. Our director of priest personnel 
told me that there were no men being ordained to the priesthood this year and there was no one     
available. When I asked as to what I was to do with 10 Masses on the weekends during the summer he 
suggested amending the Mass schedule. To this end after discussion with the parish staff, worship   
committee, parish council, finance council and individual parishioners, it was decided to discontinue the 
Masses in Wildwood Catholic’s gymnasium and add an early Mass at St. Ann Church.   
 
The decision to keep the Masses in our church buildings was based on several reasons. Firstly, the 
beautiful churches of St. Ann which can accommodate 2800 people and Assumption which can         
accommodate 1800 people. The beauty of our church buildings and solemnity of our liturgies in an     
environment worthy and proper for the celebration of the Holy Mass. The music and full exercise of  
ministries in an environment created for the celebration of Mass for the faithful. And the addition of a 
Mass at 7am at St. Ann which will be a “silent” Mass for those concerned about the length of Mass, 
which never really exceeds one hour. We are aware parking is an issue and would like to remind       
everyone that at our St. Ann Church there is over 3 times more parking space than Assumption Church. 
Which does not include parking at the St. Ann School lot one block away. This will also be the first    
summer in many, many years that the gymnasium will be available for school athletic and fund raising       
activities.  We of course are sorry for any inconveniences that this may cause. 
 
May we all have a safe, enjoyable and spiritually renewing summer!

A Lesson in Service and Sacrifice -by Tom McGrath 
What we remember—and honor—on Memorial Day is heroic sacrifice. We acknowledge those who nobly 
gave of themselves, even unto death, for a purpose they believed was greater than themselves. Since the 
days just following the end of the Civil War, Americans have gathered in late May to honor those who died 
in military service to their country. In the spirit of the day, we can also recall, honor, and pray for all those 
we know who have lived lives of service and sacrifice for the good of others.     
Sacrifice is more than suffering 
One definition of sacrifice is “the destruction or surrender of something for the sake of something else.” 
Though suffering is always a part of sacrifice to some extent, seeking suffering for its own sake 
is not sacrifice. Sacrifice implies giving up one good for a higher good. For example, a child gives up a 
day of play to visit an ailing grandparent, or a parent sacrifices watching a favorite television program to 
help a child who is struggling with homework. Life in the family is full of opportunities for service and    
sacrifice.  
Jesus: the perfect example of sacrifice 
What counts in this definition is the phrase “for the sake of something else.” Is that “something else” wor-
thy of the sacrifice we make? True sacrifice is always at the service of life. We learn this from Jesus, who 
made the ultimate sacrifice and remained faithful through his Passion, death, and Resurrection. Jesus’ 
greater purpose for this sacrifice was our well-being—that we might have life and have it abundantly.  

This Memorial Day, as we remember all who have served and sacrificed on our behalf, let us not forget 
what Jesus was willing to give up for us—and the lessons we can learn from that perfect example of   
sacrifice.
