Reading I : Deuteronomy 4:32-34, 39-40 
The Lord is God and there is no other. 

• In the reading from Deuteronomy we can see that the 
God of Israel is not removed from human history but 
enters into history with great power to protect and save 
the chosen people. 

• Through a speech by Moses, the people are encouraged 
to be aware of the many ways in which God has sus-
tained them.

• Make a holy water font or dish for your home to remind 
yourselves that you come and go each day in the name 
of the Trinity. Get some holy water from church. Prac-
tice making the Sign of the Cross slowly and reverently.  

• The Church often uses symbols to summarize what we 
understand about the truths of our faith. Next time you 
go to church, arrive early and find symbols of the Trini-
ty in your church.  

• St. Patrick is known for his explanation of the Trinity to 
the people of Ireland. Read a book about the missionary 
work of this saint.
