From the Desk of Deacon Nick - Pastoral Associate

My dear Parishioners,

This weekend we celebrate the Solemnity of the Ascension of the Lord. It is a feast of wonderful images, mystery and
imagination. O what great drama!

Imagine the apostles as they saw the Risen Lord “lifted up, and a cloud took him from their sight.” And God seated
Him at his right hand in heaven.

But what does this mean that Jesus was lifted up to heaven and seated at the right hand of the Father? Although
God has neither a right nor left hand, there is a deep spiritual meaning for us. With the Ascension, and in Christ,
human nature, the humanity we all share, has entered into the inner life of God in a new and previously unheard of
way.

Actually, we simp-
ly need to stretch out our hands for He is with us here on earth in a permanent and wonderful way in the Blessed
Sacrament. He comes to us and then sends us forth.
