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Message From Carolyn Miller, Parish Catechetical Leader 

 
Dear Parishioner, 
 
The Feast of the Most Holy Body and Blood of Christ, Corpus Christi, celebrates the Real Presence of Jesus 
Christ in the Holy Eucharist—Body and Blood. The feast dates back to the Middle Ages and is attributed to a 
visionary nun and a Eucharistic miracle. 
 
In 1263 a German priest, Fr. Peter of Prague, on his way to Rome stopped in Bolsena to celebrate Mass at the 
Church of St. Christina. At the time he was having doubts about Jesus being truly present in the Blessed Sac-
rament. In fact there was a growing debate among theologians about the Body and Blood of Christ being ac-
tually present in the consecrated bread and wine. In response to his doubt, when Fr. Peter recited the prayer of 
consecration as he celebrated Mass, blood started seeping from the consecrated host and onto the altar and 
corporal. 
 
Fr. Peter reported this miracle to Pope Urban IV, who sent delegates to investigate and ordered that host and 
blood-stained corporal be brought to Orvieto. The relics were then placed in the Cathedral of Orvieto, where 
they remain today. 
  
This Eucharistic Miracle confirmed the visions given to St. Juliana of Mont Cornillon, a nun and mystic who 
had a series of visions in which she was instructed by Our Lord to work to establish a feast for the Holy Eu-
charist. She finally convinced the bishop, coincidentally the future Pope Urban IV, to create a feast to honor 
of the Blessed Sacrament.   
 
Pope Urban then commissioned a Dominican friar, St. Thomas Aquinas, to compose the Mass and Office for 
the feast of Corpus Christi. Aquinas’ hymns, Pange Lingua, Tantum Ergo, Panis Angelicus, and O Salutaris 
Hostia are still the beloved hymns the Church sings on Corpus Christi and during Exposition and               
Benediction.  

 
 
 

The belief in the Real Presence can be a stumbling block for 
some Catholics who find it easier to believe that the Eucha-
rist is merely a symbol, albeit a powerful one, of Jesus’ gift 
of His Body and Blood. I am sure that anyone who has ever 
tried to explain this truth to children preparing for First Com-
munion appreciates the complexity of this teaching. This is 
the miracle of faith. Jesus Christ comes to us, dwells within 
us, a miracle beyond explanation but not beyond belief. 
I am so blessed to remember a short prayer taught to me 
many years ago, that embodies the mystery of the Divine 
Presence. I was taught to say this as the bread and wine are 
raised for all to see during the consecration: 

O hidden God, devoutly I adore You 
Who truly are within the form before me.
