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Dear Parishioners,  
 

Happy Sunday! I have been blessed to meet many of you already. For those whom I 
have not meet yet, my name is Henry Laigaie and I am the seminarian assigned to Notre Dame 
de la Mer Parish this summer. I graduated from Paul VI High School in 2012 and Seton Hall 
University in 2016. Currently, I am studying at Saint Joseph’s Seminary in Yonkers, New York. 
Throughout the summer I am looking forward to getting to know everyone during my stay in 
the Wildwoods.  

 
This weekend the Church celebrates Trinity Sunday and in light of that I would like to 

share a story. Many years ago, an elderly Bishop visited a parish of his diocese for Confirma-
tion. Despite the fact that he was losing his hearing, he still continued his custom of quizzing 
the children on their catechism before the Confirmation. He asked a young girl sitting in the 
front pew to define the Blessed Trinity. The girl was rather nervous and shy, and she softly stat-
ed: “The Blessed Trinity is one God in three distinct persons, Father, Son, and Holy Spirit.” The 
Bishop could not hear her answer, so he said: “Speak up, I could not understand you.” The girl 
turned to the Bishop, raised her voice and said: “YOU CAN’T UNDERSTAND; IT IS A MYS-
TERY!” J  Though this little girl might have thought she was being a comedian, she was half-
way there. Yes, the Trinity is a mystery, but we can begin to comprehend the Trinity. One 
might liken it to a Kindergartener’s understanding of Chemistry. The Catechism of the Catholic 
Church states, “The mystery of the Holy Trinity is the central mystery of the Christian faith and 
of the Christian life.” (CCC, #261) The Church shows that because God is “mystery,” meaning 
that we just cannot pin God down — we are unable to know everything there is to know about 
God. The Church does teach that, “by sending his only Son and the Spirit of Love in the full-
ness of time, God has revealed his innermost secret: God himself is an eternal exchange of love, 
Father, Son, and Holy Spirit, and he has destined us to share in that exchange.” (CCC, #261).  
Just Think – Whom are you invoking before a prayer when making the sign of the Cross? The 
Holy Trinity!   

 
This week I challenge you to reflect on the working of the Holy Trinity in your life! 

How do I mirror the Trinity’s exchange of love in my everyday life? Who did God the Father 
create me to be? Why did the Father’s Only Begotten Son die on the cross, so that my sins 
might be forgiven? In what way is the Holy Spirit enlightening me to live out my vocation as a 
Christian?  Have a Great Week!
