From the Desk of Thomas Piro - Seminarian

Dear Parishioners,

Happy Father’s Day! I hope everyone is enjoying the beginning of the summer. Hopefully, we all
will be able to find some time to relax and spend time with friends and family. This summer, Bishop Sulli-
van assigned me to Saints Peter and Paul Parish in Turnersville, NJ and Inspira Medical Center in Mullica
Hill, NJ to minister to patients. Although I will not have easy access to the beach as I have had growing up
and in the past two summers in Sea Isle, I look forward to working, learning, and praying with God’s peo-
ple in Turnersville!

In our diocese, we currently have 8 seminarians (one of them is a deacon). When I entered the sem-
inary six years ago, there were 18 seminarians. Some of them were ordained priests and some of them dis-
cerned out of seminary—both of which are good news when their decision is rooted in prayer. We,
however, need more men to respond to the Lord’s invitation to discern the priesthood.

I personally have a theory why our diocese is struggling with vocations. Since I entered, our num-
bers dropped around 2020, the pandemic. Because of the pandemic, the diocese was not able to hold holy
hours, discernment dinners, IRace4Vocations, or visit high schools. Each one of these events encompassed
the command of our Lord in today’s gospel, “ask the master of the harvest to send out laborers for his har-
vest.” Each event was dedicated to offering Mass or petitioning our Lord to give us laborers for his har-
vest. Once we stopped, our numbers began to dwindle.

A good and holy priest I knew from Seton Hall once said in a homily regarding this passage, “Jesus
makes it very clear. Just ask him for more priests, and he will give them.” As a parish community, I’m sure
the Lord is calling many young men to respond to the call, but they may not be able to hear it. There are
two ways to promote priestly vocations— prayer and encouragement. Always pray for vocations as our
Lord told us in the gospel. Encourage young men to consider the call. Ask them if they ever thought about
it or tell them you think they would make a good priest.

I ask you to please keep me in your prayers as I continue my ministry in Turnersville and at
Inspira. As always, know of my prayers for you.

SAINT OF THE WEEK

Anthony of Padua, Priest and Doctor

Born Ferdinand de Bulhoes in Lisbon, Portugal, Anthony was the son of a knight in King Alphonso’s court. He
began his studies at the cathedral in Lisbon and joined the Augustinians when he was fifteen. Ordained in about
1219, Anthony transferred to the Franciscans in 1221 at which time he took the name Anthony. Appointed minister
provincial of the Franciscan order, Anthony, was released from these duties in 1226 in order to resume his preach-
ing. He settled in Padua in that year and his bold and brilliant preaching completely reformed the city He was a
great preacher, who was renowned for drawing people to Christ through his words. He worked to abolish debtors’
prisons, helped the poor, and worked ceaselessly and untiringly with those whose faith was weak. All of this took
its toll on Anthony’s health and he died on June 13 at the age of 36.

St. Anthony was canonized in the year following his death and was declared a Doctor of the Church by Pope Pius
XII'in 1946. He is the patron of the poor and oppressed. Alms given to seek his intercession are often referred to as
“St. Anthony’s Bread.”

Anthony is also widely invoked for the return of lost articles. This belief comes from a story that told of a novice
who ran away, taking with him a book of Psalms which Anthony had been using. Anthony prayed for the return of
the book and the novice, struck by an alarming vision, brought the Psalter back to Anthony

Anthony's message today: Anthony has been a favorite saint for hundreds of years because of the belief that he
intercedes with God on behalf of many who have lost articles. Any Catholic who has, say, misplaced the car keys
and said a short prayer to St. Anthony can tell you how they “miraculously” found their keys virtually “under their
noses.” We can count on the saints to help us, knowing that they, too, experienced many of the difficulties we
encounter in our own lives.
