Dear Friends, 

 

Happy Father’s Day!  

 

What does it mean to be a good father?  Fathers are pillars in the development of a child's physical, emotional and 

spiritual well-being. Children look to their fathers to lay down the rules and enforce them. They also look to their 

fathers to provide a feeling of security, both physical and emotional. Good dads teach us right from wrong and pro-

tect us from harm. When you think of the people in your life hopefully you have at least one person who can fit this 

description. When you read this description does it bring anyone else to mind? How about the ultimate father… God 

the Father!  

 

Our Father in heaven fits this description fully. If you turn to him and trust in him, he will provide you exactly what 

you need. It may not always be what you think you want but he knows what we need more than we do. He is always 

looking upon us, guiding us, teaching us. We just need to open our hearts and souls in faith so that we can hear his 

messages.  

 

God is so great a father that when he saw his people falling so far away from him and their faith, he sent Jesus to be 

our guide to the right path. Jesus showed us the way to heaven was through him. He gave us his body and blood to 

remember him and to help us keep that faith. Jesus has never left us. He is always here to guide us through his pres-

ence in the Eucharist. This week we also celebrate the Solemnity of the Body and Blood of Christ. Meaning we cele-

brate the real presence of Jesus in the Eucharist.  

 

Do you know that only a small percentage of Catholics believe in the real presence of Jesus in the Eucharist? We 

need to renew this faith in the Eucharist to make our Catholic faith stronger. We need more Jesus in our lives. The 

world needs Jesus.  

 

The Bishops of the United States are calling for a three-year grassroots revival of devotion and belief in the Real 

Presence of Jesus in the Eucharist. They believe that God wants to see a movement of Catholics across the United 

States, healed, converted, formed, and unified by an encounter with Jesus in the Eucharist—and sent out in mission 

“for the life of the world.” 

 

In the Diocese of Camden, over the course of the revival, lay leaders and parishioners will be able to participate in a 

variety of learning opportunities and spiritual enrichment events to help grow their understanding of the Eucharist 

where we will inherently come closer to Christ. For more information go to the Diocese of Camden website or stay 

tuned to our bulletin.  

 

Today I leave you with this thought… Do you believe in the Real Presence of Jesus in the Eucharist? If your answer 

is no, what can we do as your parish to help you to believe.

Sacrament of the Sick:  Anytime       

Reading I:  Genesis 14:18-20 
Blessed by God most High! 

 The first reading describes Melchizedek, king and priest in 

what would later be called Jerusalem. 

 Melchizedek blessed Abraham and offered him bread and 

wine. 

 The offering of bread and wine to Abraham relates to the 

Eucharistic sacrifice of the Mass. 

Reading II:    1 Corinthians 11:23-26 
Each time you eat this bread and drink from this cup, you pro-

claim the death of the Lord. 

 In the passage from 1 Corinthians, Paul is scolding the 

wealthy members of the community for having special 

dinners and excluding the poor. 

 The Corinthians misunderstood that their sharing in the 

Eucharistic meal made them one body with each other, the 

Body of Christ. 

 Paul reminded the Corinthians that Jesus was present 

whenever they told the story and shared the meal.  

Gospel:   Luke 9:11b-17 
Christ feeds us. 

 Luke’s version of the multiplication of the loaves and fish-

es has been influenced by the liturgical practices of the 

Christians. 

 The words describing Jesus’ actions reflect the telling of 

the Eucharistic story. 

 Jesus does not feed the crowd but instructs the disciples to 

do so. This suggests the ministries in the Church of distrib-

uting the Eucharistic food and sharing meals with the   

hungry.

Holy Body & Blood of Christ 
 

 The Solemnity of the Most Holy Body and Blood of Christ 

is also known as the Solemnity of Corpus Christi, which 

translates from Latin to "Body of Christ." This feast originat-

ed in France in the midthirteenth century and was extended to 

the whole Church by Pope Urban IV in 1264. This feast is 

celebrated on the Thursday following the Trinity Sunday or, 

as in the USA, on the Sunday following that feast. 

 

This feast calls us to focus on two manifestations of the Body 

of Christ, the Holy Eucharist and the Church. The primary 

purpose of this feast is to focus our attention on the Eucha-

rist. The opening prayer at Mass calls our attention to Jesus' 

suffering and death and our worship of Him, especially in the 

Eucharist. 

 

At every Mass our attention is called to the Eucharist and the 

Real Presence of Christ in it. The secondary focus of this 

feast is upon the Body of Christ as it is present in the Church. 

The Church is called the Body of Christ because of the inti-

mate communion which Jesus shares with his disciples. He 

expresses this in the gospels by using the metaphor of a 

body in which He is the head. This image helps keep in focus 

both the unity and the diversity of the Church. 

 

The Feast of Corpus Christi is commonly used as an oppor-

tunity for public Eucharistic processions, which serves as a 

sign of common faith and adoration. Our worship of Jesus in 

His Body and Blood calls us to offer to God our Father a 

pledge of undivided love and an offering of ourselves to the 

service of others.
