LITURGY CORNER

What is ORDINARY TIME in the
Liturgical Calendar?

Christmas Time and Easter Time highlight the central mysteries of the Paschal Mystery, namely, the in-
carnation, death on the cross, resurrection, and ascension of Jesus Christ, and the descent of the Holy Spir-
it at Pentecost. The Sundays and weeks of Ordinary Time, on the other hand, take us through the life of
Christ. This is the time of conversion. This is living the life of Christ.

Ordinary Time is a time for growth and maturation, a time in which the mystery of Christ is called to pen-
etrate ever more deeply into history until all things are finally caught up in Christ. The goal, toward which
all of history is directed, is represented by the final Sunday in Ordinary Time, the Solemnity of Our Lord
Jesus Christ, King of the Universe.

How to Pray the Rosary

Make the Sign of the Cross.

Holding the Crucifix, say the Apostles’ Creed.

On the first bead, say an Our Father.

Say one Hail Mary on each of the next three beads.

Say the Glory Be

For each of the five decades, announce the Mystery then say the

Our Father.

7. While fingering each of the ten beads of the decade, next say ten Hail
Marys while meditating on the Mystery. Then say a Glory Be. (After
finishing each decade, some say the following prayer requested by the
Blessed Virgin Mary at Fatima: O my Jesus, forgive us our sins, save us
from the fires of hell; lead all souls to Heaven, especially those who have
most need of your mercy.)

8. After saying the five decades, say the Hail, Holy Queen, followed by this

dialogue and prayer: V. Pray for us, O holy Mother of God. R. That we

may be made worthy of the promises of Christ. Let us pray: O God,
whose Only Begotten Son, by his life, Death, and Resurrection, has pur-
chased for us the rewards of eternal life, grant, we beseech thee, that
while meditating on these mysteries of the most holy Rosary of the

Blessed Virgin Mary, we may imitate what they contain and obtain what

they promise, through the same Christ our Lord. Amen.
