Liturgy Corner...learn something new or maybe even become inspired !

Why is music such an important part of Mass?

One of God's greatest gifts to us, his creation, was the gift of song. In words and music, our ancestors in
faith—Moses, David, Deborah, Paul, St. Gregory—have taught us how to revel in God's infinite love, pro-
claim his glory, give thanks for his abounding generosity, and plead for mercy and forgiveness.

Liturgical music today allows the congregation and community to participate actively in the liturgy, relat-
ing to both the Liturgy of the Word and the Liturgy of the Eucharist; the two main parts of our liturgy.

Many churches have organs. Many of our Masses, especially on Sundays, have choirs — groups of people
who lead the singing. It is important, like all celebrations, for the celebration of the Mass to have music.
The congregation sings as another way of praying to God. Singing is an expression of joy. In Colossians
3:16, St. Paul exhorts the faithful assembled in expectation of their Lord's return to sing together. He says,
"Let the word of Christ dwell in you richly.., singing psalms, hymns, and spiritual songs with gratitude in
your hearts to God." Our relationship with God is one of love, and whether we sing loudly or softly, on
pitch or out of tune, sing! St. Augustine said: “Singing is praying twice”. This is a wonderful way to give
thanks and praise to God.

Many churches have music books in the pews containing the songs that are approved by the bishops that
are used during Mass. Sometimes several instruments are used and sometimes just individual instruments
are used. The instruments include: piano, guitar, flute, violin, trumpet, assorted horns, drums and assorted
percussion. The music matches the solemn nature of the Mass and the liturgical seasons and feasts.
