Dear Parishioner, 

 

Summer is upon us. In the Wildwoods we have so many blessings to be thankful for that it may be difficult 

to recognize and mention every single one. The local atmosphere, however, is certainly one worth men-

tioning. Our atmosphere which covers an area where we get to see nature's light show through lightning, 

feel the push of howling wind, water our plants with drenching rain, and bask in long mornings and after-

noons of pure sunshine all within the same week, sometimes all in one day is something worthy of our 

gratitude. This same atmosphere is also filled with other incredible intangibles witnessed throughout the 

season; families making memories that will last a lifetime, children meeting new friends that will stand the 

test of time, and a community of year-round and seasonal residents that embraces our school Wildwood 

Catholic Academy and supports our mission of Catholic education.

Our school worked with the US Naval Academy on STEM 

projects, we expanded academic programs, and even farmed fresh food (take a look along Central Ave.)

nity and beyond as always remained a focus. Our 12th grade class worked harder than ever to put them-

selves in amazing schools and now we are prepared to welcome new students at every level from grade 

PreK-3 through grade 12 and prepare to provide them an education focused on academic excellence, guid-

ing our students to make Christ-like decisions in an environment rich in prayer and service. 

 

This summer I would like to try my best to be thankful for all the blessings that surround me daily. During 

the 2021-2022 school year I had 352 little blessings who walked through the doors and the halls of Wild-

wood Catholic Academy and I will be thankful for their return as well as the new "blessings" I will meet 

this year.

Mary Magdalene 
 

St. Mary Magdalene is one of the greatest saints of the Bible and a legendary example of God's mercy and grace. 

The precise dates of her birth and death are unknown.   Mary Magdalene, sometimes called Mary of Magdala, or 

simply the Magdalene or the Madeleine, was a woman who, according to the four canonical gospels, traveled 

with Jesus as one of his followers and was a witness to his crucifixion and resurrection She is mentioned at least a 

dozen times in the Gospels.  
 

Mary Magdalene has long been regarded as a prostitute or sexually immoral in western Christianity, but this is not 

supported in the scriptures. It is believed she was a Jewish woman who lived among Gentiles, living as they did. 

The Gospels agree that Mary was originally a great sinner. Jesus cast seven demons out of her when he met her. Af-

ter this, she told several women she associated with and these women also became followers. 
 

During Jesus' ministry, it is believed that Mary Magdalene followed him, part of a semi-permanent entourage who 

served Jesus and his Disciples. 
 

Mary likely watched the crucifixion from a distance along with the other women who followed Christ during His 

ministry. Mary was present when Christ rose from the dead, visiting his tomb to anoint his body only to find the 

stone rolled away and Christ, very much alive, sitting at the place they laid Him. She was the first witness to His 

resurrection. 
 

After the death of Christ, a legend states that she remained among the early Christians. After fourteen years, she was 

allegedly put into a boat by Jews, along with several other saints of the early Church, and set adrift without sails or 

oars. The boat landed in southern France, where she spent the remaining years of her life living in solitude, in a 

cave. 
 

St. Mary Magdalene's feast day is July 22. She is the patroness of converts, repentant sinners, sexual temptation, 

pharmacists, tanners and women..
