Saint of the Week:  Ignatius Loyola, Priest, 1491-1556  
 Ignatius was the youngest of thirteen children of a noble family in the Basque region of Spain. He entered the military 
service and had a promising career ahead of him until he was wounded during the siege of Pamplona in 1521. 
 During his long recovery, Ignatius spent the time reading religious books, as there was nothing else available to him. 
These readings included a life of Christ and the lives of saints, both of which had a profound effect on him. After his recovery, 
he made a pilgrimage to Monserrat where he hung up his sword at Our Lord's altar. He then spent a year in retreat at Manresa 
where he experienced visions and began writing his Spiritual Exercises. 
 From 1524 to 1535, Ignatius studied in Paris and received a Master of Arts degree in 1534. In that same year, along 
with a group of fellow students who included St. Francis Xavier, he founded the Society of Jesus (the Jesuits). The group vowed 
to live in poverty and chastity and to go to the Holy Land. Because of the hostility of the Turks, however, they were unable to 
achieve this last goal, so they went instead to Rome and placed themselves in the apostolic service of the Pope. The Society was 
formally approved in 1540 by Pope Paul III. The group took their final vows in 1541 and Ignatius Loyola was named the superi-
or general of the order.
