From the Desk of Donna Marie Sexton - Parish Catechetical Leader-

Dear Friends,
We should all be praying the words we heard in today’s first reading from Solomon every day...

GIVE YOUR SERVANT, THEREFORE, AN UNDERSTANDING HEART
TO JUDGE YOUR PEOPLE AND TO DISTINGUISH RIGHT FROM WRONG.

We are given these gifts and others at Confirmation. The gift of Wisdom helps us see and judge things
from God’s perspective. It helps us make good choices and live according to God’s will. The gift of Good
Counsel or Right Judgement helps us to know right from wrong and when this line is blurry to seek wise
counsel. Solomon was asking for an understanding heart to judge others because he had God-given author-
ity over his people. We have not been given this authority. We are not to judge others by their actions. We
are not them; we do not know all they are going through both externally as well as internally. Only God
knows what is in their heart, that is between them and God. This line of thinking can lead us to be wishy-
washy in our faith. I have overheard people saying, “Who am I to judge, let them do as they wish and live
with the consequences”. We are not made to just sit back and idly watch people sin against God. With the
gift of Wisdom, we know God’s perspective and with the gift of Counsel, we know what is right and
wrong. It is our duty to give this knowledge to others. Maybe they do not know any better or they do not
realize the grave mistake they are making. We can give them our knowledge from a non-judgmental and
faithful heart.

It is a fine line between knowing God’s will and thinking you are all-knowing and righteous. Remember
the Jewish people of Jesus’ time thought they were doing the right thing by condemning Jesus. They got so
caught up in the rules and regulations that they forgot about God’s will. They were so blinded by these
rules that they did not see what was right in front of them. Therefore, you must always pray to do the will
of God. Pray for the knowledge and understanding of this will daily and when you are tempted to judge
others first look in the mirror at your own flaws and ask for forgiveness.

God loves each and every one of us unconditionally. That includes the people we are quick to judge. All he
wants is our love in return. What better way to show God our love than to do his will and spread his word
to others? Each one of us is made in the image of Jesus but we all have a unique part to play in the world
we live in. No one else can play this part quite like you. This is both exciting and a little scary. What if I
am not doing what God wants me to do? To find this purpose we must never cease praying, asking God to
help us to always do his will. If you know of someone who you feel isn’t living a faithful life, pray for
them and ask God to help you do his will to help them. Maybe his will is for you to continue to pray for
them and let him handle it.

My prayer this week will not only be for me to do his will but for each one of you also.

Reading I: 1 Kings 3:5, 7-12

\ | Give your servant an understanding heart.

e The reading from 1 Kings presents Solomon at the begin-
ning of his reign.

e When God promises to give Solomon whatever he desires
in a dream, Solomon makes a single request; a listening
heart.

e Today's passage is the foundation for the tradition that
Solomon was the wisest and richest person who ever lived.

Reading II: Romans 8:28-30

God makes all things work together for good.

e The second reading continues Chapter 8 of Paul's Letter to
the Romans.

e  Paul describes the fruit of wisdom, as the single-hearted
commitment to God.

e Those who abandon everything for the treasure of loving
God are truly wise.

Gospel: Matthew 13:44-52

The reign of God is a treasure.

e  The first two parables in the Gospel reading make a point
similar to that of the first reading; everything can be given
up joyfully for the sake of the Kingdom.

e Similar to the parable of the weeds in the wheat, the third
parable teaches that there is an appropriate time for sorting
out good and bad.

e Jesus ends his discourse with a question to the disciples:
“Have you understood all this?”” They answer, “Yes”. But
we know they may not have understood as fully as they
claimed to.

Christopher, Martyr

One of the most popular traditions holds that
Christopher was a strong giant who made his
living by carrying people across a raging stream.
One of his passengers was a small child who
grew so heavy as they crossed the stream that
Christopher thought they would both drown. The
child then identified himself as Christ and the
heaviness was caused by the weight of the world
on his shoulders.

Saint Christopher was martyred during the reign
of Decius in about 251. His name means Christ-
bearer and as a result of this legend, he is the pa-
tron of travelers especially, in modern times, of

motorists.

Christopher's message today: We are much
luckier than Christopher. While we can all carry
Jesus within us, he does not burden us with the
weight of the world. Rather, he lifts our burdens
from us and helps us to carry them if we follow
him.

A
lo largo de los afios, la Didcesis de Camden, bajo el liderazgo pastoral del obispo, ha mantenido la mision y el deseo de servir a
la comunidad hispana del sur de Nueva Jersey, atendiendo sus necesidades espirituales y pastorales de la mejor manera posible.

2023), mientras que el numero de hispanos que viven en el territorio de la parroquia San Juan Neumann ha aumentado (de
aproximadamente 1,600 en 2015 a 2,800 en 2023), especialmente en las ciudades de Villas y Rio Grande.

En el discernimiento de la mejor manera de servir a la comunidad hispana en respuesta a este cambio demografico y para pro-
porcionar mas oportunidades para eventos liturgicos y pastorales, estd en proceso un plan para establecer y centralizar los ser-
vicios pastorales y celebraciones litiirgicas en espafiol en la Iglesia San Raymond en Villas (Parroquia San Juan Neumann).
Esta ubicacion no solo permitird celebrar misas en espafiol, sino que también tiene la capacidad de albergar eventos y servicios
pastorales en el salon parroquial. Con la ubicacion del ministerio hispano redirigido a la parroquia de San John Neumann, por
favor sepan que siempre son bienvenidos en la parroquia Notre Dame de la Mer, donde muchos reciben varios servicios en in-
glés, incluyendo educacion religiosa e inscripcion en la escuela catdlica.

Pronto tendra lugar una reunion con los lideres de la comunidad hispana. Seguidamente, se comunicara la informacion relativa
a las fechas en que tendran lugar estos cambios.
