I would like to take this opportunity to thank all those who contributed in any way 
to make our celebration of the Assumption of the Blessed Virgin Mary such a  
beautiful and moving ceremony. From the wonderful music provided by our  
wonderful choir, to those who decorated the image of Our Lady and the church, the 
Knights of Columbus, the banner bearers, lectors, sacristans, ushers, servers,  
Wildwood police officers, Wildwood life guards and any others involved in any 
way! Bishop Sullivan after the ceremony spoke of the beauty of the liturgy and the 
piety and devotion of our parish to me. All the seminarians were impressed with our 
parish and many said they would love to serve here as priests one day! 
 
As your pastor and one charged with preaching the Gospel, I feel it is my duty and  
obligation to address the terrible events that unfolded in Charlottesville last week. 
Those who spew hate or act upon their racial animas or bias are clearly committing 
sin and turning their back on the Gospel of Jesus Christ. The hateful actions and 
words of white supremacists are sinful and evil. Bishop Sullivan has called on all in 
the Diocese of Camden to denounce racism here in South Jersey and not remain  
silent or quietly complicit. We must be able to put politics aside, racism by any  
party or group is always wrong. Give to Caesar what is Caesar and to God what is 
God’s! Racism is not of God. The vast majority of members of our parish are white 
people; therefore, we should be open to learning more about the effects of white 
privilege on African Americans. As white Catholics, we need to listen and learn 
more, and perhaps talk less! The divide of race causes great pain for so many. As a 
people called to reconciling and unifying the world in the name of Jesus Christ, let 
us actively work toward racial justice and equality for all God’s children!
